The Second Karabakh War

On September 26, 2020, according to the Ministry of Defense of Azerbaijan, the Armenian
side violated the ceasefire agreement 48 times in the last 24 hours and fired at the
Azerbaijanis. It is difficult and also less important to determine what happened at the so-
called border on September 26, but the fact is that on the same day Azerbaijan began to
concentrate large numbers of armored vehicles and artillery equipment along the contact
line, indicating that the situation was escalating. At dawn on September 27, the Azerbaijani
army opened fire on Armenians from almost all caliber artillery pieces from the
NagornoKarabakh contact line in the Nagorno-Karabakh region, to which Armenia
responded with full mobilization and the President of Armenia declared martial law in the
country.
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Russian Soft Power in Georgia: Challenges and Threats

Russian propaganda and information warfare are some of the pressing issues both in Georgia
and in international relations. The European States are already fully aware of dangers of
Russian disinformation and information operations and are trying to take relevant
measures. For years there has been is a very active discussion about the activation of Russian
“soft power” and propaganda in Georgia. Georgia has repeatedly been the target of Russia's
aggressive politics. The Russian Federation is actively using "soft power" to achieve its
strategic goals in Georgia, which is manifested in aggressive media propaganda, the
establishment of non-governmental organizations and foundations, and the organization of
various forums. One of the main goals of these activities is to strengthen anti-Western
sentiments in society and further polarize the Georgian population. The term "soft power"
was introduced to the world by the American scientist Joseph Nye in the late 80's.
According to Nye, "soft power" is the ability of a state to influence other actors in the



international system by creating positive attitudes without the use of hard power. It is a
cultural force through which states pursue their own foreign policy goals. It is based on
three main sources: culture, political values, and foreign policy. Consequently, the essence
of soft power is a good way to achieve the desired goal by a particular state without the use
of hard power. All of this may involve the use of culture, religion, language, history, or
economic themes through a variety of informational, communicative, or direct
relationships that will help to demoralize and persuade the target community.

The aim of the topic is to analyze the foreign policy priorities of the Russian "soft power"
and to review the steps taken at the national level to combat propaganda. The struggle
against Russian propaganda and opportunities for the development of strategic
communications are also important.

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Russian Policy in the Arctic: Goals and Means

routes). This is related to the deteriorated relations with the West since the 2014 Crimean
War.

From an economic point of view, for Russia, because of its stagnant economy, finding new
reserves is vital. This may explain the invention of nuclear-powered icebreakers, the
development of the North Sea Road (NPS), and more.

EU Conflict Prevention on the Example of Georgia

In modern international relations, conflict management is of great importance, conflict
prevention means minimizing or terminating the actions of the parties to the conflict. In
such a case, the actions are performed by either party or a third party. As a result, objective
and subjective reasons are identified and the disputed issue is resolved in a non-conflicting
way. Prevention is the best way to stop the dynamics and escalation of the conflict, through
which the conflict is diagnosed in a timely manner. The purpose of my report is to study
the prevention of EU conflicts on the example of Georgia in a conceptual framework. I will
use qualitative research methods to study the topic, in particular, literature review.

The topic presents the prevention of EU conflicts in the conceptual framework on the
example of Georgia. The crises created around the recent political developments - the
Pankisi Gorge, David Gareji or the visit of a Russian MP - have clearly shown the need to
focus not only on resolving the existing conflicts but also on preventing them so that new
conflicts do not arise within the country. Conflict prevention means avoiding the transition
of ethnic, religious, ideological or other types of differences into violent confrontations.
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Political Ideology as a Means of Political Manipulation in the 21st Century

Political ideologies play a major role in the development and existence of humanity, they
fundamentally change people’s views, political worldviews. Without political ideologies, it
is virtually impossible to form a real political party and make it function, the idea being the
most important factor, both economically and socially. Over time, political ideologies took
on a broader form and new political ideologies emerged. From simple primitive, the left-
wing, the right-wing, the centrist views, we got specific ideologies and from each ideology
-political ideologies of many different kinds.

In the 21st century, through political ideology, manipulation by specific forces is often
driven by personal motives. The activity of such pseudo-ideological groups in the political
arena damages a particular political ideology and is aimed at managing the broad masses.

The paper will discuss political ideologies and their role in the development of countries
and the direction of reforms as well as the influence of political ideologies on the formation
of society in the modern period.
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Georgia's Cyber Security Challenges

Cyber security entered the Georgian reality in 2008. During the Russian-Georgian war,
cyber-attacks carried out in parallel with conventional combat operations poured cold
water not only on the main targets of these attacks (government websites and media
outlets), but also on part of the population. The public first realized their dependence on
information technology and the Internet. Georgia was completely unprepared for the
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cyber-attacks, which were part of the information war and aimed at suppressing our vision
of current events.

In 2020, Georgia became the second non-NATO country to join NATO's Smart Defense
Project - a multinational malware exchange platform." Given the situation in the Caucasus
region, Georgia must use all its resources in the field of cybersecurity and become a leading
country in the region; this will contribute to the country's security and will be an important
step on the road to European integration.
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Women Representation in National Politics

The involvement of women in the politics of the modern world has increased significantly,
with women in many countries around the world calling for the use of effective methods
for gender balance in politics, the effective mechanism for achieving which is the quota
which allows to increase the number of women politicians. That’s why many supporters of
gender equality rely on the quota. To overcome systemic barriers, the Women's Political
Participation Working Group has developed an initiative aimed at initiating gender quotas
at the legislative level. The initiative envisages imposing a 50% gender quota for parties /
electoral blocs participating in the elections.

Georgian legislation ensures gender equality - men and women enjoy equal rights, as
defined by the Constitution. Georgia has committed itself to complying with the
requirements of international legal instruments (Beijing Platform for Action, UN
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women, etc.). which
has had a positive impact on strengthening the role of women in Georgia, both in all areas
of public and political life, and their involvement in peace-building and conflict resolution
processes.
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Political-legal Relation Issues between the State of Georgia and the Church

Over the centuries, the process in the history of Christianity led to the division of Europe
into East and West, and then to the North and South, resulting in the formation of three
politically distinct Eastern Orthodox, Southwestern Catholic, and Northwestern Protestant
regions, with different relations between the state and church. The Orthodox Church, as
the successor to the teachings of the early Christian Church, has not changed its attitude
towards the state. It has always been and remains faithful to the principle of relations with
the state.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the church was separated from the state by the 1995
Constitution of Georgia.

The state government still considers the Georgian Orthodox Church to be its constituent
part. The "Constitutional Agreement" is a historic chance to return to the historical-
geographical roots and restore religious geopolitical function and to meet the modern
spiritual and material needs of the Georgian nation.
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Hybrid Warfare and Vaccination as a Factor in the Balance of Geopolitical Forces

The aim of the paper is to present the current global events, to define the traditional features
of the war and to confirm the world pandemic as an integral part of the hybrid war. Also,
the preventive means - the vaccination process, is the post-war stage, where directly,
modern powerful actors begin to gain influence globally.

The topic shows and explains to the reader the war waged by cover-up methods, which
does not violate the principles of war, nor does it neglect universal peace in the light of
globalization and international law. The main goal of the topic is to find, step by step, the
optimal methods of overcoming the crisis and to bring it in line with the reality of Georgia
as an integral part of the world.
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The Need to Reform the Electoral System of Georgia and the Existing Challenges

A well-functioning electoral system plays an important role in democratization and
development of the country.

Electoral systems are divided into different families. These include plural / majoritarian
(sometimes considered as separate families), proportional and mixed systems. Also, there
are other types of systems that are not integrated into any of the above families.
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The paper presents the families of the electoral systems and the shortcomings of Georgian
electoral system as well as the need for reforms. By establishing a good electoral system, the
state can create a political landscape where the opinion of every citizen will be recorded in
the legislature.

It is important to reform the self-government electoral system, which requires fundamental
changes along with the parliamentary electoral system, and this fundamental
transformation will significantly accelerate the process of democratization of the country.
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The Role of Nuclear Weapons in International Security

In modern international politics, the growing policy of states with regard to military
weapons has created many threats, including the proliferation of nuclear weapons. Since
their inception, nuclear weapons have been in the spotlight and play an important role in
global security; they have had a significant impact on relations between states and the
prevention of large-scale nuclear conflicts between states. The article discusses the history
of the creation of nuclear weapons and, as a consequence, their important role during the
Cold War and the peaceful end of tension between the United States and the Soviet Union.
The nuclear potential of the countries participating in the "Nuclear Club" in the current
period will be discussed. The document also discusses the aspirations of the militarist states
that want to become nuclear states and the threats they pose. The focus is on nuclear non-
proliferation treaties and nuclear-free zones in the context of international security.
According to a report by the Stockholm International Peace Research Institute, the decline
in the number of nuclear weapons in the world comes mainly from Russia and the United
States, which own more than 90% of the existing nuclear weapons.
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Russian Military Maneuvers in Ukraine - a Challenge for the West and a Warning to
Georgia

In 2020, Russia and Ukraine agreed to better abide by the ceasefire agreement over
hostilities in eastern Ukraine, particularly in separatist enclaves since 2014. Since the same
year, Ukraine has wanted to join NATO and the European Union. In response, the Kremlin
invaded Crimea and sparked independence movements in Donetsk and Luhansk. Over the
past few weeks, Russia has increased its military presence along the Ukrainian border,
which has become alarming for Kiev and EU member states. Against this background, on
April 2, Joe Biden reaffirmed the United States' unwavering support for Ukraine's
sovereignty and territorial integrity.

The urgency of the issue is a growing concern in the West and in Georgia. The Kremlin's
maneuvers undermine Ukraine's sovereignty and territorial integrity, along with the
security and stability of the European region. Georgia's security is also under threat,
considering its special relationship with Ukraine and the actions of the common occupant.
Russia is in a hurry to strengthen its positions until the administration of the new US
president’s, Joe Biden is fully staffed. If Russia’s wish comes true in Ukraine, Georgia will
be the next target of the Kremlin.
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Project “TV-School” in Educational System

Covid-19 and the pandemic have posed a number of challenges to our country. The field of
education is no exception. Among other constitutional rights, it is essential for a state to
take care of the safety of its citizens. Correspondingly, the Ministry of Education decided
to transfer the educational process to remote mode from March 2020. On March 30, 2020
the project "TV-School" was launched on the second channel of the Public Broadcaster,
which would somehow assist those students who did not have access to the Internet and
gadgets. The purpose of this study is to find out:

- How important the project is to the targeted beneficiaries.
* How accessible and watchable the cycle programme "TV-School" is for school pupils and
university entrants.
* Whether this project is used by school teachers in practice.
* Whether there is a need to continue the project when the pandemic is over.

Television can become not only a source of information and entertainment, but the most
important educational function can be imposed to it, having high rating in the society. Due
to the pandemic, the subject of the research is topical, therefore the results that appear in
the final part of the paper are important.
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Pandemic in the Occupied Territories - Disinformation and Reality

As soon as the Covid-19 pandemic spread around the world, the Georgian authorities began
to fight against the virus in an effective and coordinated manner, in order to manage
preventing and slow down the spreading of the virus. In this situation, the population living
in the occupied regions of Abkhazia and Tskhinvali, unfortunately, is in particular danger,
given the dire humanitarian situation and artificial isolation created by Russian aggression
and occupation. That's why, from the very first days of spreading the coronavirus, the
Georgian authorities declared that they would not leave people living in the occupied
territories alone with this challenge and expressed their full readiness to help them.
However, the offer remained only as an offer for the occupied Tskhinvali region.
Representatives of the Tskhinvali de facto government immediately began to take an active
part in the disinformation campaign against Lugar Laboratory as a part of the informational
war which was waged by Russia. Disinformation was also spread by the occupation regime
in occupied Abkhazia.
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In this small research we tried to find out: the aims of the widespread fake news related to
Covid-19; Consequences of neutralizing the disinformation spread by the force exercising
effective control over the occupied territories in the Georgian media; What caused the
disinformation campaign carried out by the de facto authorities under the influence of the
Russian Federation during the pandemic period.
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Media and Georgian Society

A new wave of the national liberation movement in Georgia has been rising since the late
1980s, and the public has become increasingly involved in the ongoing processes. It should
be emphasized that the Georgian media has never been indifferent to the national liberation
movement and these stages have always been in the center of attention of the Georgian
media. Consequently, it was not surprising that this happened in the case of the rise and
activation of the national liberation movement. Issues and topics related to the national
liberation movement have shifted to the leading positions in the Georgian print media.
Naturally, the rise of the national liberation movement, this crucial event, needed
appropriate informational support.

As it is known, at the end of the 80's all the newspapers and magazines published in Georgia
were under party dictation. Consequently, there were some restrictions on the issues to be
covered. However, in order to achieve the goal of the national liberation movement, it was
important to inform the public in this direction. From the height of the wave of the
national-liberation movement onwards, the print media took the side of the national
movement a little more explicitly.

Georgian media, as far as possible, covered the current events in accordance with the
directives, it was not easy to show courage and, consequently, the print media was careful.
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However, it should be noted that at that time, the "Young Communist" was the body that
showed the most courage in covering current events and even managed to provide the
public with information about blocked topics as much as possible ... "Young Iverieli" started
functioning, the headline was removed from the newspaper - "Body of the Central
Committee of the ALC of Georgia". The print media of that period were: "Communist";
"Rural Life"; Zaria Vostok; “Tbilisi"; “Vecherni Thbilisi”; "Molodiozh Georgia"; "Young
Communist" - these publications were mainly Republican publications. There were also
field publications, such as: "Public Education"; "Georgian Film", edited by Irakli Gotsiridze.
It is noteworthy here that despite the sectoral nature, these print media also dealt with
political issues, and the materials of the current political format were often placed on their

pages.

During the period of national prosperity, the topics of formation and publication of political
groups and printed bodies of parties were also raised. Political parties also had their own
publications, for example: the Conservative Party published "Georgian Nation"; Merab
Kostava Society newspaper "Sarangi"; The publication of the Rustaveli Society "Mamuli" ...
These and similar publications formed the public opinion in Georgia at that time and the
main background of current events. Part of this was a kind of political trumpet for the
society, a bell tower ...

Mass media, historically stood in the service of the public and performed the true duty of
journalism as a field of public service. The role of mass media in the modern world has
grown even more and is one of the most important institutions in any state. "If it were up
to me to decide whether to have a government without newspapers or with newspapers, I
would have recklessly preferred the other" - these words belong to Thomas Jefferson and it
is impossible not to agree, because the media, from the very beginning, played a big role in
shaping public opinion.

The correct or incorrect presentation of various events has contributed to the stirring up of
positive and negative attitudes in world societies. Today, it can be said that media, including
social media, is the only mechanism that helps to raise public awareness.

The media, as a print or electronic means of mass communication, is an institution that has
influenced and continues to influence the most important aspects of public and political
life, which then determine the orientation of the state's domestic and foreign policy.

A diverse, balanced, professional and pluralistic media, based on the ethical standards of
professional journalism and acting as a kind of controlling institution, is an essential
component of any country'sbdemocratic development. Conversely, the existence of such
media is only possible in a democratic country.

As I have already mentioned, the role of the media in the life of the society is extremely
important, because it is through the media that public opinion is formed and the public is
informed about this or that issue.To clarify the power and influence of the media, it is
enough to recall the saying: "People and topics that are not covered by the media simply do
not exist."
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In conclusion, we can say that the media is an important body that has a significant impact
on public awareness and the formation of the civil sector. It is still the most powerful
institution in the art of modern values.
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The Role of Social Media in Society in the 21 century

Social media plays a big role in public life. Given that the 21 century is the age of
information, the role of its impact on public life and human behavior is even greater as it
can develop or diminish society’s worldview.
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They can have a psychological or moral impact on the individual, community or society as
a whole. The 21 century is the era of virtual space, which has already been sharply
highlighted by the pandemic that has had a major impact on the 21% century. Virtual age,
which mainly includes blogs, social networks, online encyclopedias, various forums and all
Internet resources, provides maximum engagement and interaction with users. Social media
has a lot of power in the process of forming public opinion, because often what we find
unbelievable, through social networks, blogs or online sites, we can even perceive as a
normal event. The intended information and means of communication can, inadvertently,
make us form positive or negative attitude towards this or that person. You will also have
the ability to disseminate information to the public so that a large part of the audience
cannot even analyze the real situation.

The purpose of this topic is to find out how much social media has an impact on society
today and how it affects it. The main research question is how effectively it changes public
opinion through various disseminated information, while the topic of the work is the
behavioral relevance of the content of social media products and the audience and the
degree of satisfaction of public needs by social media.

This topic is important for the following 3 reasons and they are: 1- A large part of the society
gets new information through social media about the current processes. 2- Information
provided to the audience by social media that is unverified or falsified may have a negative
impact on the personal or even career life of a particular person. 3- Unreliable and prophetic
news is often found in the social network, about which the Internet user does not have any
information.

Based on the information published on social networks, in order to study the degree of
formation of public behavior, the study used quantitative context-analysis, according to
which, the study looked at public attitudes and behavior towards information spread on
social media and what type of information and how it is provided to the audience.

The results of the research indicate that the articles, news or even photos published in the
social media space, in many cases, are not true, thus deceiving the user and the audience.
In addition, there are often cases where specific information is not only created for
propaganda or manipulation purposes, but also staged. Many facts are recorded when
disseminated information, mainly photographs or published information headlines, is sent
to the audience in a sensitive way. Social media also depicts footage of a person's private life
and desecrating it. Such actions help to provoke resentment and incite violence in the
society. We find facts on social media when the names of famous people are taken for the
purpose of gaining a rating as well.
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The Impact of Misinformation on Georgian Society
(Lugar Laboratory)

The COVID19 pandemic has shown us more clearly the importance of having a Lugar
Research Center in Georgia for public health. Recently, the Georgian population has been
paying particular attention to the Lugar Center, which has often been the target of
disinformation attacks.

It was expected that during the pandemic, the laboratory would once again be the target of
a disinformation attack, and it happened - it was reported that a new coronavirus had been
created in Lugar's laboratory.

Russia has been known for spreading misinformation about the Lugar center for several
years. The following myths are related to it: "People are being tested in Lugar's lab;"
"Biological weapons are being made in the laboratory, and America is doing this to attack
Russia;" "The flu virus is spread from Lugar's lab through bananas;" "Dangerous viruses are
spreading, dangerous insects are being used for subversive purposes and they are poisoning
people;" "They may have produced liquid heroin;" and many more.

And online websites are able to inform the public instantly.

Media platforms and portals provide direct access to an unprecedented amount of content.
When polarization is high, misinformation spreads faster than fact-based news.

The aim of the presented paper is to determine the influence of the media on the pandemic
agenda on the example of Georgian internet portals (Interpressnews; On.ge; Sputnik
Georgia); Do we find pandemic-related propaganda - infodemics, agitation and false news
in the information spread by media portals?

The pandemic completely changed the style and rhythm of public life. Naturally, all the
topics associated with it are relevant. The paper discusses important articles related to
coronavirus-related issues in Georgia.
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Specifics of Morning News-Entertainment Broadcasting
(Public Broadcaster Channel 1 "New Day" on the 2020 example)

The show schedule is divided into early morning (6:00-9:00 hrs) and overnight (2:00-6:00
hrs). Early Morning viewers are children, housewives, retirees and those individuals who
are preparing to go to work.

The listed classification of the audience is conditional, but it is noteworthy that the audience
is not awhole, it’s a collective of individuals.

The purpose of the presented paper is to explore how the morning program of the "First
Channel" fulfills its assigned function: what is its arrangement, thematic-genre structure,
screen language, how it fully uses the means of imagery.

Three months of observation revealed that morning broadcast of the first channel follows
the tradition and the news is well suited to it. The presenters provide the audience with the
information they need to plan and lead the day, and most importantly, they create a
cheerful mood, which is fundamentally important.

The program, divided into thematic blocks, including politics, economics, culture, sports,
etc.- Information on important fields. From the research methods, the paper uses
observation and case study methods. The results are generalized.
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BBC History and Modemity

Establishment and formation of the BBC Public television originated in Europe and can be
seen as an important achievement of democracy. It seeks to bring information and
propaganda activities under the control of the public. It can be said that the creation of
public television was a reaction to the model of American commercial television, which is
not entirely harmless in the preparation of programs intended for the mass audience.
Creating all brands starts with dreamers. In the case of the BBC, it was John Wright. In the
1920s, Wright envisioned setting up a broadcasting company that would find its niche and
be an intermediary between the highly commercialized, uncontrolled radio stations of the
United States and the strict, controlled, state-run broadcasting of the Soviet Union. The
BBC was founded by the British Broadcasting Company on 18 October 1922 by leading
radio station owners, including Guillermo Marconi. The daily broadcast started from
Marconi's studio in central London. On November 14 of the same year, the Scottish
engineer Wright was appointed as General Manager. The BBC was funded by subscription
fees of up to 10 shillings (50 pence) from each subscriber, or viewer. This ensured the BBC's
financial independence from both advertising and government grants - Structure of
programs, program priorities and ethical standards. "Our goal is to be the most creative and
reliable TV and radio broadcaster in the world. Also, look for ways to satisfy our viewers
with news, educational and entertainment programs; Fill their lives with shows that only
the news market can reach. Impartiality, accuracy, full expression of peoples and cultures,
editorial independence, confidentiality, standards of taste and morality, caring for children,
fair treatment of the respondent, consideration of the diversity of the audience, exclusion
of any commercial transactions are the main values”. Georgian Public Television was
created on these standards and values, therefore, these postulates are important.
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Problematic issues of Jury selection and deliberation in Georgia

The Institute of Jurors has existed since 2010 in Georgia in the context of large-scale reform
of the criminal justice system. The institute of jurors is one of the forms of democracy, in
the framework of which the society does not delegate the function of justice to the state,
but takes responsibility and decides the issue of guilt or innocence of a person. This ensures
the direct involvement of citizens in the process and increases their confidence in the justice
system.

Countries with many years of experience in the work of the jury have gained considerable
experience in reform (scientific research, mock trials, etc.) in order for the institution to
function properly and successfully. The jury court is a living organism and it also needs
development and permanent changes in accordance with modern requirements.

In this conference topic, I will discuss issues such as jury selection and deliberation. Jury
selection and jury deliberation are two intertwined processes that ultimately determine the
fate of a case. Successful selection of jurors greatly depends on what the outcome of the case
will be. And the effective conduct of the deliberation serves the purpose of the proper
functioning of the jury.
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Restriction of educational and movement rights in Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia

In the modern world education is precondition of obtaining profession. And together they
are part of our integration in life. The noted right is protected under national and
international legeslation. Despite the above noted fact ethnically Georgian's right to
education just like other fundamental rights is violated on a daily basis in Georgia, namely,
in Abkhazia.In this article, there are number of researches which confirm the unbearable
conditions of ethnically Georgian population in Abkhazia. For instance, the noted can be
strengthened by the fact that Georgian language has been replaced by Russian language in
most of the schools. The noted is more problematic regarding the fact that ethnically
Georgian people populated in Abkhazia have trouble with free movement, which deters
them from opportunity to get education in their native language at least in the territory
controlled by Georgia. The article also discusses the rulings of the European Court of
Human Rights on the non-discrimination of the right to education in the event of a
separatist regime. The article also focuses on the involvement of international
organizations: UN, NATO, EU. With the help of which the ethnic Georgian population
living in Abkhazia receives both material and intangible assistance.
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Microfinance organization
Through transition period in the reality of Georgia, one of the most important problem was
and is Ensuring financial stability, which is one of the main functions of the National Bank.

As it is well known, financial sector is of great importance to the country's economy since
it performs the role of the most effective intermediary between lenders and borrowers.
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Unlike conventional companies, the problems of commercial banks, microfinance
organizations or other representatives of financial sector are instantly reflected on the rest
of the economy. The object of research is the microfinance organizations operating in
Georgia and the impact of the regulations of the National Bank of Georgia on the activities
of microfinance organizations. There are many types of credit institutions in the credit
market. In turn, these institutions can be divided into two groups - banks and non-bank
credit organizations. The aim of our research is the nonbank credit sector, in particular,
microfinance organizations (MSO). Tightening regulations is a step forward. This will lead
to an increase in the quality of companies on the market, which will ultimately lead to a
satisfactory level of service and customer requirements will be fully satisfactory. Of course,
small players may disappear from the market, but these regulations are already known and
those companies which were not oriented on customer service will leave the market.
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The principle of non-refoulement in the context of the refugee and human rights law

The principle of non-refoulement forms an essential protection under international human
rights, refugee, humanitarian and customary law. It prohibits States from transferring or
removing individuals from their jurisdiction when there are substantial grounds for
believing that the person would be at risk of irreparable harm upon return, including
persecution, torture, ill- treatment or other serious human rights violations. Under refugee
law, non-refoulement is a concept which prohibits States from returning a refugee or
asylum seeker to territories where there is a risk that his or her life or freedom would be
threatened on account of race, religion, nationality, membership of a particular social group,
or political opinion. But under refugee law principle of non-refoulement is not an absolute
principle. ‘National security’ and ‘public order’ have long been recognized as potential
justifications for derogation. On the contrary, the principle of non-refoulement is also
applied as a component part of the prohibition on torture or cruel, inhuman or degrading
treatment or punishment under the international human rights law and it covers
extradition, expulsion or refoulement. Under international human rights law, the principle
of non-refoulement is an absolute one and applies to all migrants at all times, irrespective
of migration status. A person who fears ‘persecution’ necessarily also fears at least inhuman
or degrading treatment. If the exceptions to the principle of non-refoulement under refugee
law apply to a refugee or asylum seeker, but his or her expulsion violates the principle of
non-refoulement in the context of human rights law, what will be the legal outcomes? The
aim of this paper is to analyze and compare approaches of refugee and human rights law in
the context of the principle of non-refoulement and focus on problematic and ambiguous
aspects of the issue.
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The impact of principles of international law on environmental law

The issue of the environment has become particularly important in recent decades. The
planet has faced such unfortunate and large-scale problems as climate change,

environmental pollution, declining animal populations, the destruction of green space, and
so on. The importance of all the abovementioned problems has led to the development of
environmental law as a separate field and, in general, to the realization of the goals of
environmental law in the principles of international law. There is no doubt that there is a
close connection between the principles of environmental law and international law and
the tendency of more and more solid integration of the environmental field into
international law in general. After study of the issue, it is suggested that international
environmental law is a kind of hybrid type of international law, which allows for a different
and narrower discussion of the basic principles of international law. A particularly key issue
is the clash of the essence of the principles of state sovereignty and states’ cooperation. In
terms of international environmental law, the subject of the necessary assessment is
international legal principles such as: the principle of sovereignty of states, the principle of
cooperation of states, human rights and freedoms, etc. The development of international
environmental law has made revolutionary changes in terms of the obligations to fulfilment
with the principles of international law and indirectly put the sovereignty of states within
certain limits.
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Thesis: The legal issues and challenges of gift to counting the subject of contract towards
an heir’s share

Due to the Civil Code of Georgia under a contract of gift the donor gratuitously transfers to
the donee ownership of property with the consent of the donee. The object of the gift
contract is transfer of property between two parties. It is important to look at the legal
regulation and main terms of gift contract to make sure that it is valid. Contract litigation
is what many law firms are specialized and trying to introduce people their extensive
knowledge of legal contracts. There are several type of gift in property law. Both types of
gifts share three parts which must be met in order for the gift to be valid and effective, but
other legislative model defines new demands of gift members. When partitioning the estate,
the value of any advancement received by an heir from the decedent during the preceding
five years up to the moment of opening the estate shall be counted towards the heir’s share.
Obvious that the right to own and inherit property shall be recognised and guaranteed, but
the subject of the contract must be able to recognize similar to regulation right to property.
The subject of the gift contract is the voluntary transfer of any property from one person to
another one without consideration and which is not prohibited by law. We often make
comparisons between legal issues, or between past and the present regulation. For example
it is better to say how two things (legal issues) are similar and how they are different now.
Several years ago it was a duty counting advancements towards an heir’s share, but now
everything changed.
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The right of a child to be heard in the juvenile justice process

Proper and effective administration of justice remains the main task of the state at any stage
of its development. Today, there is a significant increase in attention to one of the most
sensitive parts of our society - minors. There is great interest in their developmental
characteristics, behavioral characteristics, and interrogation techniques. There is a special
approach to juvenile delinquency around the world, according to which a juvenile should
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be considered a victim rather than a perpetrator. The main emphasis in international
documents is on the need to develop special procedures. On January 1, 2016, the Juvenile
Justice Code came into force, which fully complies with international standards at the level
of principles. In the conference topic "The right of a child to be heard in the juvenile justice
process" - discusses the right of a juvenile to be heard and take into account his / her views
at the maturity of his / her perception, the essence, importance and priority of the juvenile
justice process in accordance with international standards. Uses formal-logical and
comparative methods, and the methodological basis of the research is international
conventions.
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Fundamental of territorial arrangement guaranteed by first constitution of Georgia, 100
Years later — Reality and reflection of practical challenges

2021 is the jubilee year of the First Republic. 100 years after the adoption of the first
constitution, Georgia is an independent and sovereign state. The Constitution of February
21, 1921 laid down the important foundations of the territorial arrangement of the state,
the constitutional norms regulated: sovereignty of the state, the form of government, the
territorial limits of the central government of the republic, the forms of autonomous
government and other important issues. It is noteworthy that in 2021 the territorial
integrity of Georgia is violated. In the conditions of occupation of 20% of the state territory,
the action of the central government puts on the agenda the issue of studying the merits of
the grounds for the territorial arrangement of the state. For the issue of effective governance
of the state, it is important that the sovereign territory of the state be governed in
accordance with the constitutional order and not by the cooperation of separatist and
occupation regimes. With the destruction of the Democratic Republic of Georgia, the
territory, citizenship and statehood of the Republic were eliminated. The time of hardship
is still acute and critical 100 years later. Among the many challenges, the state is critically
experiencing breaches of territorial integrity, which necessitates the search for political,
historical and international legal basis for the legislative basis.

The approaches of the constitutional court of Georgia in the context of checking
constitutionality of the norms identical to the constitutional norm

The Constitutional Court of Georgia is a constitutional control body, one of the basic
competencies of which is the consideration of the constitutionality of a normative act in
relation to the basic human rights recognized by Chapter 2 of the Constitution. Norms
containing identical provisions of the Constitution can be separated from the general group
of normative acts. In the practice of the Constitutional Court of Georgia, there were cases
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when the Constitutional Court faced the necessity to consider the constitutionality of a
norm that textually and/or content wise was identical to the norm of the Constitution. The
purpose of the present Work is to analyze these cases and to reveal the approaches of the
Constitutional Court as well as the shortcomings in such approaches in the context of
checking the constitutionality of the norms identical to the constitutional norm. For this
purpose, the Work has analyzed the Ruling #2/1/431 of the Constitutional Court of Georgia
dated March 31, 2008, as well as the Judgments #3/2/646 of September 15, 2015 and #2/
2/1276 of December 25, 2020.
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Legal bases for declaring a state of emergency according to the legislation of Georgia in
the conditions of a pandemic

The history of mankind reveals that one of the main driving forces of the development of
civilization is law, the main purpose of which is to ensure the harmonious coexistence of
public order and freedom in society. This social purpose is best served by the part of law
which is called constitutional law, or state law. Georgia as a legal state is limited by human
rights as a directly applicable law. A state of emergency is a situation where most of the
challenges are related to human rights, so what will be the constitutional basis for restricting
basic human rights during a state of emergency, the legal aspects of declaring a state of
emergency, and the legal basis for a state of emergency? Today’s pandemic has made this
issue even more acute and pressing.
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Law and Government

In Georgia, as is the case in most other democratic countries, the State’s authority is
exercised according to the principle of separation of powers. Consequently, the State is
separated into three pillars: legislature, executive, and judiciary. It is important to discuss a
process under which executive or legislative actions are subject to review by the judiciary
as it is one of the mechanisms for checks and balances in the separation of powers. The
necessity of limitation of the power of the state to avoid injustice, usurpation of power, or
even commencement of illegal actions by the state is undisputed. Due to the fact that the
legitimacy of the actions of the state authorities is a guarantee for democracy, we must be
well aware of the basic principles and boundaries on which the whole mechanism is based.
The latter will be widely discussed in the present article. The article is mainly based on
analytical and historical methods of interpretation. The main goal of the Article to define
the role of Judicial Review and to analyze its positive or negative effects.
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Rights of partners and directors — responsibilities in a capital type enterprise

Rights of partners and directors - responsibilities in a capital type enterprise. The present
work deals with the functions and competencies of managers and representatives for the
management and operation of an entrepreneurial entity in Georgia, the importance and
necessity of their proper distribution to establish good corporate governance, as the goal of
corporate governance is to ensure effective management of the enterprise. Corporate
governance is used to denote the leadership and management of corporations. The spread
of this concept in modern corporate law has its origins in the United States. Corporate
governance is a complex and comprehensive system that combines legal and financial
elements from areas such as entrepreneurship and corporate law, accounting, auditing,
bankruptcy, labor law, and more. The Organization for Economic Co-operation and
Development (OECD) corporate governance principles define corporate governance as a
system that provides corporate governance and control. The corporate governance structure
divides rights and responsibilities between the various components of the company, such as
the supervisory board, the board of directors, shareholders, and other stakeholders. It sets
out the rules and procedures for making decisions that govern the company. As a result, it
also creates mechanisms that define the company's goals, their achievement, and the means
of overseeing its operations. The role of the managers / supervisors / representatives of the
entrepreneurial entity largely determines the success of business in the country, and the
creation of a successful business is the economic benefits of the country. It should be noted
that, first, the results are achieved within the enterprise, and then ensure proper legal or
economic communication with the state and third parties outside the enterprise. The paper
presents the issue of liability of enterprise partners; Distribution of shares; Contribution to
the capital of the enterprise: the issue of abuse of liability by the partners of a limited
liability company (and other capital type companies); Terms and conditions of payment in
the enterprise; Expulsion of the partner due to non-payment of the deposit; Partner control
and inspection rights. At the same time, corporate governance is unthinkable without the
good faith of the managers (supervisors and representatives) of the enterprise, and the unity
of diligence and trustworthiness creates high ethical standards of corporate governance.
Under the concept of "conscientiousness" are considered both legal and illegal duties. In the
legal literature, this duty is often referred to as "fiduciary" duties.
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Relationship between administrative and disciplinary responsibilities

The Constitutional Court in its decision of 15 November 2014 in the case 2/5/556 Satisfied
Citizen Ia Ujmajuridze's Lawsuit Against the Parliament of Georgia and Declared It Not
Constitutional the normative content of the words "who was dismissed from public service
... for committing a disciplinary misconduct" of Article 14, Paragraph 1, Subparagraph "d"
of the Law of Georgia; Which prohibits the notarial appointment of persons dismissed from
public service for committing a disciplinary misconduct in accordance with Article 14 of
the Constitution of Georgia. the Constitutional Court clarified that the impugned norm was
contrary to the right to equality guaranteed by Article 14 of the Constitution of Georgia;
Whereas the norm permanently prohibited a person dismissed from public service for
committing a disciplinary offense from the right to work as a notary. However, Article 14
of this law prohibits the appointment of a notary public in respect of a person who was
dismissed from the position of notary due to disciplinary misconduct. Human Rights The
European Court has found a violation of Article 6 § 1 of the Convention in the case of
Georgian judges in relation to the civil part. The Government acknowledged this violation
in the part that subsequently became the basis for the amendment to the Law of Georgia on
Common Courts on 1 August 2014 by the Parliament. The provision of Article 34. 2 of the
said law, which provided for a ban on the dismissal of a judge as a result of disciplinary
proceedings, was repealed. The European Court in the case of former district court judges
"Alasania and Bardavelidze v. Georgia" on October 9, 2018 ordered the Georgian
government to pay 4,000 euros each for moral, material and other costs. 10. Provided by
Articles 45, 451, 116, 166 and 173 of the Code of Administrative Offenses The law provides
for double punishment for certain persons of public officials for committing offenses. To a
military serviceman, employee of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, employee of the State
Security Service, together with administrative responsibility liability according to general
statutes. Which contradicts the principle of no bis idem - prohibition of double punishment.
These articles may in some cases impose such a severe disciplinary sanction on persons who
have committed an administrative offense, such as dismissal.
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Important news related to the bankruptcy manager in modern Georgian law of insolvency

Human rights in occupied Abkhazia

The purpose of the paper is to describe and reveal the facts of human rights violations in
the occupied territory of Georgia, particularly in Abkhazia. The focus is on the violations
of such important rights as the right to education in the mother tongue, the right to free
movement, the production of the process of buying and selling real estate illegally,
children's rights, and discrimination against the Georgians living in the occupied territories.
The paper discusses the interviews of students living in Gali - on human rights violations,
the assessments of government officials, representatives of the Public Defender's Office,
analysts and experts on both the past and current events. The results, which the occupation
barriers and artificial barriers bring, are analyzed in detail: lawlessness, constant fear and
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uncertainty to people affected by the conflict. In conclusion, the real chances of creating a
more civil environment for Georgians living on the territory of Abkhazia have been
established. The format of the Geneva talks and the role of international organizations in
preventing serious human rights violations are mentioned. The importance of the effective
use of the Geneva International Talks, as well as the resumption of Gali meetings to prevent
incidents and provide real protection of human rights. To date, the persistent international
calls, unfortunately, have failed to ensure access to human rights monitoring mechanisms,
including the Council of Europe access to Abkhazia and the Tskhinvali region. That is why
the paper presents a plan that will reduce the pressure on the people living there, from the
occupier. It also focuses on issues such as the disadvantages of the additional restriction of
quarantine rules caused by the COVID-19 pandemic to the Gali population and the
problems of student involvement in online education.
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The problem of admissibility of evidence according to criminal proceedings

The "problem of admissibility of evidence according to criminal proceedings" will focus on
the issue of admissibility of criminal evidence, which is the basis for a final decision on the
case. To this end, the types of evidence, their essence and the issue of application will be
analyzed from a theoretical and practical point of view, after which the discussion will focus
on when and on what grounds the evidence is declared inadmissible by a court. To this end,
not only theoretical but also mostly practical issues will be studied, which shows some issues
to be refined in order to harmonize the legislation in the future. Attention will also be paid
to international standards on the inadmissibility of evidence, in particular to guaranteeing
the protection of the European Court of Human Rights as a fair court.
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Covert surveillance in Georgia — Analysis of legislation and practice

According to the 2015-2020 Register of Covert Investigations, the number of motions
submitted to the courts for covert investigative activities is increasing every year. The issue
is relevant to the extent that public opinion on the issue is polarized. On the one hand, this
indicates that covert investigative actions are carried out in accordance with the law, with
the consent of the judge, and therefore its statistical accounting is constantly taking place.
And, on the other hand, these statistics show that it is possible to endanger such an
important and fundamental right, which is protected and guaranteed by the Constitution,
as the inviolability of a person's private life. In view of the above, the aim of the paper is to
discuss the ethical-legal problems of covert investigative actions, in particular surveillance.
Also, based on the study and analysis of the data obtained within the framework of the
research, to identify the shortcomings in practice, which in today's reality, despite many
legislative innovations and steps forward, are still a great challenge.
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Safeguarding private life of same-sex partnerships under article 8 of ECHR

European Convention guarantees a right to private life under article 8. The freedom is
enjoyed by all on a continuous basis regardless sex, age, race, nationality, or pursued
profession. It encompasses a sense of one’s own personal identity that is crucial to self-
reflection, personal autonomy and the role of a person in the society. The right to private
life is firmly connected to a sense of individuality. The latter is a broad concept and may
“embrace multiple aspects of the person’s physical and social identity”. Safeguarding the
right to private life comes in conjunction with the prohibition of discrimination guaranteed
under article 14 of the convention. According to the provision, all of the rights and freedoms
of the convention must be protected and applied without discrimination. However, the
convention has been interpreted unevenly by contracting states in numerous cases towards
the people belonging to minorities; to be more precise — sexual minorities. Today, all over
the world and also in the European Union, there are various degrees of legal recognition of
same-sex partners: marriage, registered partnerships, cohabitation or even no regulation at
all. Throughout history, sexual minorities have been treated differently and discriminated
against by state authorities. To call upon the existing examples, homosexuality still
constitutes a criminal offence in a number of countries around the globe. From Guyana to
Bangladesh 72 jurisdictions have criminalized same-sex intercourse and some of them use
life-imprisonment (e.g Sudan) or death penalty (i.e Iran, Saudi Arabia, Afghanistan) as the
means of maximum punishment for persons identifying themselves as part of LGBT
community. Unlike the above-mentioned examples, all contracting states of Council of
Europe have decriminalized homosexuality by the end of 20th century. However, while
progress in Europe was made towards LGBTIQ equality over the past years, discrimination
against them persists with 43% feeling discriminated. Besides, the cases brought before the
European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR) prove that sexual minorities still cannot usually
enjoy rights guaranteed in the convention as freely as heterosexual partners do, especially
when it comes to state actors recognizing same-sex relationships on legal grounds, such as
granting the right to civil partnership or right to marry.

Rule of Appointment of Judges of the Supreme Court in the Context of Exercising the
Right to a Fair Trial

The paper will analyze whether the legal framework governing the staffing of the Supreme
Court needs to be changed and whether it needs to be addressed. Against this background,
there is obviously an interesting decision of the Constitutional Court of Georgia on the
composition of the Supreme Court - the Public Defender of Georgia against the Parliament
of Georgia. It will also be important to analyze European practice and compare the
respective approaches, as well as the decisions of the European Court of Human Rights on
a similar issue. Obviously, the paper will discuss the area protected by the right to an
independent judiciary in accordance with Article 6 of the European Convention on Human
Rights, as well as whether the rule for the selection of judges of the Supreme Court in
Georgia is relevant and whether the current model of judicial independence is the most
important constitutional guarantee of protection freedom, the rule of law and the principle
of separation of powers. It is an instrumental right, which, on the one hand, is a means of
protecting other rights and interests, and on the other, an important part of the architecture
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of restraint and balance between the branches of government. Access to justice for
individuals is the means by which the exercise of the judiciary is initiated, and hence its
constitutional weight in this regard is closely linked to the effective exercise of the judiciary
as a whole.
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Personal data of minor dangers of internet sharing

The subject of the present study is the dangers of sharing personal data of minors on the
Internet. In the face of the pandemic that is spreading around the world today, people in
different countries have become more dependent on online platforms. The current issue of
our era is relevant not only in Georgia, but all over the world. To solve this problem, we
need to identify specific threats. The topics, threats, recommendations and examples of
personal protection related to minors should be provided in two aspects: Minors from 6 to
10 years Minors from 10 to 17 years. Such a division will help us better identify age-related
threats and make appropriate recommendations. Cyberbullying is a particularly important
factor, because in this case, to protecting only the personal data of the juvenile, we are also
dealing with psychological trauma. This is a clear example of how it leads to the violation
of personal data, the destruction of a minor’s life and mistrust. In addition to the interesting
example of Germany and the United States themselves how leading countries deal with
such obstacles - comparative legal analysis will help us to protect the personal data of our
country's minors, reduce the risks posed by sharing personal information spread on the
Internet and better prevention. Such a division will help us better identify age-related
threats and make appropriate recommendations.
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Use of a proteolytic enzyme to activate alcoholic fermentation

In the use of dry yeast in alcoholic fermentation, nutrients are added to the boiling area -
activators, which contain nitrogenous substances in the form of salts. The aim of the study
was to replace the use of synthetic salts with a proteolytic enzyme that breaks down
proteins into various nitrogenous compounds by fermentation. The latter would also affect
the stability of the future wine, which is manifested by a reduction in the protein turbidity
in the wine. The study object used fermentation areas of different origins (grape sweet, fruit
juice and aqueous honey solution brought to fermentation condition) in which dry yeast
IOC 3000 was included. The boiling point was 220 C. Proteolytic enzyme "Proteazim-C"
was used instead of nitrogen to increase the nitrogenous content of food. Different types of
nitrogenous substances were identified in the wine materials obtained after alcoholic
fermentation. Nitrogen detection was performed using the Keldal method, using KjelFlex K
- 360 and SpeedDigeaster K - 439 devices. Experiments have shown that the use of the
enzyme "Proteazim-C" in the fermented area increased the amount of nitrogenous
substances.
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Ampelographic and Enological Charachterisation of Rare Georgian Grapevine

Georgia is an ancient center of viticulture and winemaking and is distinguished by a large
number of autochthonous grape varieties in the World. However, a combination of various
factors, such as climate change, the invasion of pests and an emphasis on yield, has resulted
in the most varieties being endangered for extinction and are only preserved in collection
plots today. Recently, competition in the global wine market has sharply increased the
interest of winemakers in rare grape varieties.The ampelographic and oenological study of
these varieties will allow experts to assess the agricultural and technological indicators of a
particular variety, to cultivate promising varieties and produce different type of wines. At
the same time, a scrupulous study of the gene pool of Georgian vines is important for
breeders in order to identify promising accessions with characteristics, that will be
successfully used as in future breeding programs. This work will discuss the results of
research on rare and little-studied grape varieties originated from Western Georgia and
preserved in Jigaura collection, including Khrogi, Kvira, Beroula, Jineshi, Livanuri Tetri,
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Kakutura, Dziragaulis Shavi, Tsru Tsolikauri and Dzelshavi Sachkheris. The research of the
varieties was carried out using, internationaly approved research methods and the complete
ampelographic, eno-carpological and oenological characterization of the varieties were
done. The research results are dedicated to the experts of viticulture and winemaking and
the amateur persons interested general aspects of grape growing.
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Eco-Geographical Environment and Ampelographic Description of Wildly Growing
Grapevines Discovered in Inner Kartli

The study of wildly growing grapevines has an important place in the history of viticulture
in Europe, as well as in Georgia. The research for genetic linkage between wild and
cultivated vines acquires a special attention in this aspect, which provides very interesting
results in the old viticulture-winemaking countries like Georgia. Here we have a diversity
of wild-growing vines, represented by ‘Krikina’ wild vine V.vinifera ssp. sylvestris Gmel.,
feral cultivated vine V.vinifera ssp. sativa DC. accessions, and intermediate form V.vinifera
ssp. silvesatis Ram. This diversity has always affected the genetic nature of Georgian vines,
enriching it with new genes. The aim of the present study was to characterize 3 wildly
growing grapevine accessions having similar traits of cultivated grapevines, discovered on
the territory of Inner Kartli province of Georgia during 2003-2013 and preserved in Jighaura
collection of Scientific-Research Center of Agriculture since 2014. Research based on
international protocols carried out in ampelography, phenology, agronomy,
phytopathology, eno-chemistry and oenology during 2019-2020 allowed us to perform a
detailed ampelographic description and complete Ampelographic cards; Collection of
phenological records linked with the agronomic traits; Verification to the cultivated
varieties with similar traits for identification; Screening of susceptibility to Plasmopara
viticola; Divergent of the accession for wine and wine-table purposes.

Georgian varietal diversity in the local and global wine market

In recent years, Georgia has been actively establishing itself on the world wine market. The
8000-year-old continuous history of viticulture and winemaking, the technology of putting
wine in a pitcher and the diversity of aboriginal varieties have enabled us to offer diverse,
original and one of a kind wine varietes to the world. Georgia is distinguished by more than
500 aboriginal vine varieties, which allow us to offer a diverse range of wines.
Unfortunately, despite this diversity, we are only known for a few of these varieties on the
local and international market (Saperavi, Rkatsiteli, etc.). What is the reason of not
popularizing other variates of wine? It depends on the preference of the customer, the
companies and wineries that create the wine range. Family wineries and factories have
actively started using forgotten varieties in production, which has given us the great
opportunity to taste wines such as: Assyrian, Kisi, Shavkapito, etc. During our conference,
we will try to present our assessment and views on the role of wines made from unique
Georgian grape varieties in the local or/and world wine sector.
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Less common vine breeds in Georgia

Viticulture and winemaking is one of the most well-developed fields in Georgia, which has
8000 years old history (McGovern et al. 2017). The Georgian vine gene pool counts 607
breeds (Ujmajuridze et al. 2018), of which 525 are endemic (Ketskhoveli et al. 1960).
According to various sources each of the breeds are distinguished by their specific
characteristics, but most of them are preserved only in the form of plantation collection ,
and unfortunately, some of them are already considered lost. One of the current topics of
the modern world is to find forgotten vine breeds, study them with newly developed
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methods of viticulture and oenology, which will reveal their positive properties and then
considering the results, introduce these varieties to the wine-growing community so that
they can be involved in their cultivation in the future. Research in this area will help to
collect more information about forgotten breeds. The conference will feature rare vine
breeds preserved in the plantation collection of the wine company "Shumi" : "Agashkuri",
"Orona", "Kirtsititela", "Rkatsiteli Mtsvane", "Delisi", "Ubakluri", "Borchalo", "Adreuli Tetri"
and " Chitis Kverckha ”, and results of both botanical and oenologic studies.
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Positive and negative features of the Qvevry

The winemaking in Qvevri is unique and that is why UNESCO assigned the status of
National Monument of Intangible Cultural Heritage to “The ancient Georgian tradition of
Qvevri winemaking” in 2013. Qvevri is a unique vessel for making and storing wine. As it
was said above, the ancient Qvevri-like vessel discovered in Georgia dates back to the 6th -
5th millennia BC. Winemaking in Qvevri means keeping the wine on its own chacha during
the alcoholic fermentation as well as afterwards.

Qvevry as a place to put and feed wine utensils (quality and quality of Qvevrys,On the
composition of the Qvevry building material and its manufacture On technology).

We can talk a lot about this Issues, but the main challenge is the Qvevry roasting process,
because in all the regions clay has a different chemical composition with corresponding
firing temperature needed. Therefore, it is necessary to identify the regions according to
the composition and optimal temperature for firing Qvevry. Moreover, Qvevry walls have
pores, allowing part of the oxygen to be enter and regulates oxidation-reduction processes
in wine.

Often Qvevry walls are covered with a candle, or by other means. This prevents the
oxidation-reduction process to be completed as necessary. As it covers the pores and
prevents the oxygen to enter, it is not recommended to cover the walls of Qvevry with wax
or other material.

The influence of pests on grapes and the properties of the wine obtained from it
The microflora of the vine is diverse, which is due to the favorable natural and climatic

conditions for the development of the main pests of the vine. Grape worms, mites, ash,
powdery mildew, rot, viral diseases are quite common and cause great damage to the
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harvest. As beneficial as microorganisms are, they can also have negative side effects on the
vine. Microorganisms from grapes interfere with the normal development of yeast and
fermentation, impair the taste of the final product, remove pigments from black grapes and
reduce the color of the wine. These side effects in wine are mainly caused by Demacium;
mushrooms; Penicillium; Botricis; Aspergillus and many others. It is noteworthy that the
pre-fermentation, fermentation, and post-fermentation maceration of fungal disease grapes
enriches the wine with natural phenols, especially in the case of Qvevri wine technology.
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Improving the technology of making rose sparkling wine

Georgia is the oldest center of winemaking and viticulture where we can find hundreds of
unique endemic vine varieties, however, due to a number of circumstances, most of them
are not widespread and also, their future potential has not been explored yet. Amidst the
current changes in modern winemaking and growing competition, rosé wines are becoming
more and more in demand and popular. Georgian winemaking is also trying to support this
trend however, at this stage the share of rosé wine in Georgian winemaking is not so great.
The aim of my thesis is to study the technology of making rose sparkling wine from
Usakhelouri, one of the rarest and most expensive Georgian grape varieties. The urgency of
the topic is clear, as the set goals serve to study the technology of production of one of the
most demanding types of wine. This topic is also special because of the fact that practically
no rosé wine is produced from the above-mentioned grape variety, and no sparkling rosé
wines are found, which makes the study of this issue even more attractive and interesting.
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Delirium management during SARS-CoV-2 pandemic

The novel coronavirus, SARS-CoV-2-causing Coronavirus Disease 19 (COVID-19),
emerged as a public health threat in December 2019 and was declared a pandemic by the
World Health Organization in March 2020. Delirium, a dangerous untoward prognostic
development, serves as a barometer of systemic injury in critical illness. The early reports
of 25% encephalopathy from China are likely a gross underestimation, which we know
occurs whenever delirium is not monitored with a valid tool. Indeed, patients with
COVID-19 are at accelerated risk for delirium due to at least seven factors including (1)
direct central nervous system (CNS) invasion, (2) induction of CNS inflammatory
mediators, (3) secondary effect of other organ system failure, (4) effect of sedative
strategies, (5) prolonged mechanical ventilation time, (6) immobilization, and (7) other
needed but unfortunate environmental factors including social isolation and quarantine
without family. Given early insights into the pathobiology of the virus, as well as the
emerging interventions utilized to treat the critically ill patients, delirium prevention and
management will prove exceedingly challenging, especially in the intensive care unit
(ICU). The main focus during the COVID-19 pandemic lies within organizational issues,
i.e., lack of ventilators, shortage of personal protection equipment, resource allocation,
prioritization of limited mechanical ventilation options, and end-of-life care. However, the
standard of care for ICU patients, including delirium management, must remain the highest
quality possible with an eye towards long-termsurvival and minimization of issues related
to post-intensive care syndrome (PICS). This article discusses how ICU professionals (e.g.,
physicians, nurses, physiotherapists, pharmacologists) can use our knowledge and
resources to limit the burden of delirium on patients by reducing modifiable risk factors
despite the imposed heavy workload and difficult clinical challenges posed by the
pandemic.
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Neuromyelitis Optica Spectrum Disorders, their pathogenesis and major hallmarks of
theirdistinguishment from MS

It has been long debated whether neuromyelitis optica (NMO) is a variant of multiple
sclerosis (MS). Since the discovery of NMO-IgG/aquaporin-4 (AQP4) antibody, (an NMO-
specific autoantibody to AQP4),some distinctive clinical features, and magnetic resonance
imaging (MRI) and other laboratory findings characteristic of NMO, the latter has been
considered to be an independent nosology. Presence of AQP4antibody is the principal
laboratory finding for the diagnosis of NMO. A new antigenic target, myelin
oligodendrocyte glycoprotein (MOG), has also been discovered recently.

It is noteworthy to mention that studies of AQP4 antibody-positive patients have revealed
that the brain and brainstem lesions are also not uncommon in NMO. These findings have
distended the NMO conceptinto ‘NMO spectrum disorder’ (NMOSD), and new criteria
were published in 2015. Interestingly, whereas multiple sclerosis is mostly a cell-mediated
disorder, the pathophysiology of NMOSD is thought to be primarily mediated by the
humoral immune system. The inflammatory processes in NMOSD primarily target the
astrocytes. Distinguishment between MS and NMOSD has a therapeutic impact, as it has
beendemonstrated that many MS drugs can exacerbate NMO.

Obesity a major risk factor in the development of cardiovascular diseases
Cardiovascular diseases (CVD) are the leading cause of mortality and a major contributor
to disability worldwide. The prevalence of cardiovascular disease has increased
tremendously over the past decades. According to Roth et al, 2020, prevalent cases of total
CVD nearly doubled from 271 million in1990 to 523 million in 2019, with a steady increase
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in mortality from 12.1 in 1990, reaching 18.6 million in 2019.

Despite advances in the fields of medicine, cardiovascular diseases still remain the leading
cause of death worldwide especially in developing countries. Cardiovascular diseases
include broad spectrum of conditions such as: coronary artery disease, heart failure,
hypertension, cardiomyopathies, myocardial infarction, Cerebral vascular accident (CVA),
arterial fibrillation and sudden cardiac death. Although a range of factors have been
implicated in the pathogenesis of cardiovascular disease, obesityhas been identified as one
of the major risk factor. Data collected in certain countries including Middle East, Oceania
and North Africa indicated about 50% of adult population were obese compare to lower
but alarming increase of 30% in North America and 20% in Europe (Ortega et al, 2018).
This review seeks to establish the direct and indirect link between Obesity and
cardiovascular diseases taking into consideration the effect of both the degree and the
duration of obesity on the development of cardiovascular disease.

According to Koliaki et al 2019 “Direct effects are mediated by obesity-induced structural
and functional adaptations of the cardiovascular system to accommodate excess body
weight, as well as by adipokineeffects on inflammation and vascular homeostasis and
Indirect effects are mediated by co-existing CVD risk factors such as insulin resistance,
hyperglycemia, hypertension and dyslipidemia”. Another complication of obesity in the
development of cardiovascular disease is the expansion of adipose tissue. The
maladaptation of Adipose tissue produces both local and systemic effect. Locally it induces
an inflammatory reaction, disregulation of adipokines and interferes with the function of
mitochondria leading to hypoxia while the systemic effect is through abnormal glucose
and lipid metabolism, insulin resistance, hypertension, endothelia dysfunction, pro
inflammatory and pro thrombotic state.

Obesity is a complex health issue that is defined as a chronic metabolic condition with
body mass index (BMI) value of 30 and above. BMI is individual’s weight in kilogram
divided by the square of height in meters which gives an indication of an individual’s body
fat. Based on BMI values Obesity is divided intothree classes: Class 1 with BMI of 30 to 35,
class 2 BMI 35 to 40 and class three BMI > 40. Several factors have been implicated in the
development of obesity including; genetics, behavioral and environmental factors. Life
style pattern such as eating high calorie diet, greasy and fatty food, low nutrient food and
beverages, misuse of medications and irregular sleep patterns, lack of physical activity or
sedentary lifestyle over a period of time can contribute immensely to obesity. An
individual’s community can also affect their ability to make healthy choices leading to
increase in development of obesity. According to 10 years study conducted by Wei et al
on 25714 men who were stratified into different BMI groups using internationally accepted
standard, revealed that men who were obese but fit had a higher risk of cardiovascular
disease mortality compared to their counterpart with normal weight. Furthermore in a
study conducted in 2012 by Akil and Ahmad to determine the association between obesity
and risk of cardiovascular disease in selected adults over a period of 8 years revealed a
strong association between obesity and development of High Blood Pressure. The study
also revealed that weight loss in obese individuals decreased blood pressure.
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Obesity being a complex health issue requires a multidimensional approach as there is no
single or simple management strategy. The government, local authorities, community
leaders, schools, individuals and healthcare professionals must work together to combat
this issue. There is an urgent need for the public health intervention in creating a
supportive environment that promotes healthy livingbehavior with long term goal of
reduction in obesity and its associated risk of cardiovascular diseases. It is imperative for
preventive measure to be taking at individual, community and state level for.
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Key aspects of care and management of Covid-infected resuscitated patients

COVID-19 is a new virus and it is related to the same group of viruses that belong to the
"severe acute respiratory syndrome" (SARS) and some forms of colds.Post-acute COVID-
19 - In the absence ofan agreed-upon definition, post-acute COVID-19 is currently defined
as a condition that lasts for more than 3 weeks from the onset of the first symptoms, while
chronic COVID-19 is defined as a disease lasting more than 12 weeks. Because test results
during this period can often be false negative, a positive test result is not a necessary
prerequisite for confirmation of the diagnosis.

The virus is spread by direct contact with the respiratory droplets of an infected person
(which occurs when coughing or falling sneezing) and by contact with surfaces infected
with the virus. The COVID-19virus stays on the surface for several hours, but dies with
simple disinfection. Symptoms may include fever, cough, and difficulty breathing. In more
severe cases, the infection may cause pneumonia or difficulty breathing. In relatively rare
cases the disease can be fatal.

These symptoms are similar to those of the flu or cold, which is much more common than
COVID-19. Therefore, a special test is needed to confirm infection with the COVID-19
virus. Itis quite understandable that we are concerned about the coronavirus, but fear and
stigma complicate an alreadydifficult situation. complicate an already difficult situation.

Emergencies arising in public health are stressful for everyone to whom it relates. It is
important to be informed , kind and supportive of one another. Words have great power
and the use of language that reinforces existing stereotypes can force a person to give up
research and take the necessary measuresto protect themselves and those around them.

(antigenic or molecular) confirm the presence of the SARS-CoV-2 virus but do not have
the symptoms typical of COVID-19. - Mild illness: People who have any of the symptoms
typical of COVID-19 (eg, fever, cough, sore throat, fatigue, headache, muscle aches, nausea,
vomiting, diarrhea, loss of smell and taste), but no Have pronounced shortness of breath,
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shortness of breath or pathologyon chest imaging examination. * Moderate Disease:
Individuals whose clinical status assessment or imaging studies show signs of lower
respiratory tract disease and whose oxygen saturation at sea level is 294% (SpO2 >94%) in
room air. * Severe disease: Individuals with SpO2 at 30 / min, or face> 50% infiltrative
lesion of lung tissue. Critical illness: Individuals with severe respiratory failure, septic
shock, and / or multiorgan dysfunction. These are just some of the goal setting shareware
that you can use.

COVID19 infection is associated with varying degrees of coagulopathy. The initial
coagulopathic condition is often characterized by elevated levels of D-dimer and
fibrinogen, although changes in prothrombin time, partial thromboplastin time, and
platelet count may also occur. * In order to reduce the risk of thromboembolic
complications, when deciding to treat a patient at home, it is recommendedto pay special
attention to the investigation of risk factors for venous thromboembolism, such as: *
Fracture in the last 2 weeks; * Orthopedic surgery in the last 2 weeks; + Use of oral
contraceptives or hormone replacement therapy; * Pregnancy and the postpartum period;

It has been proven that controlled breathing techniques include position selection, purse
lip breathing, breathing exercises, and coordinated breathing training. When breathing
through the lips, the patient inhales through the nose for a few seconds, then slowly, for
4-6 seconds, exhales through the mouth, with the lips closed. This technique helps the
patient to overcome the feeling of shortness of breath during exercise. - Relaxation and
access of the shoulders reduces the posture that bends at the shoulders that the patient
assumes during stress. Proper sitting increases peak ventilation of the lungsand reduces
bronchial obstruction. Leaning forward on the back or knees of a chair is likely to improve
flexion. The purpose of breathing training is to help the patient regain a sense of control
over breathingand to strengthen the respiratory muscles. A psychotherapist and a specially
trained nurse can assist the patient in learning the technique.

Our study revealed interesting and topical facts, which we will discuss in more detail later,
although atthis stage we can already say that due to the particularly toxic genesis of the
virus, most patients have acute distress syndrome with its various variable manifestations
from mild to severe.

It is now established that it is impossible to differentiate COVID-19 from community-
acquired respiratoryinfections on the basis of signs and symptoms;
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The role and benefits of infliximab in the treatment of Crohn's disease

Crohn's disease is a chronic recurrent inflammatory disease of the gastrointestinal tract, it
can developin any part of the gastrointestinal tract, from the oral cavity to the perianal
area, the morphological substrate of which is granulomas - nodular inserts in the mucous
membrane.

Crohn's disease is characterized by the alternation of damaged and healthy areas (between
normal and damaged mucosal areas). Inflammation of the full thickness of the wall often
causes fibrosis, whichin turn is manifested by intestinal obstruction. Inflammation can
spread to the sinus tracts, which pass through the serous membrane and cause perforation
and the formation of fistulas.

Drugs with many years of experience and frequent surgeries are used in the management
of the disease. A very big word was said about the creation of monoclonal antibodies and
their use in the management of Crohn's disease. Such as infliximab. It is a chimeric
monoclonal antibody, a protein ofhuman and mouse origin, directed against tumor necrosis
factor. Infliximab works by blocking the activity of a protein called 'tumor necrosis alpha-
factor' (TNF-«). This protein is involved in the development of inflammatory processes in
the body and its blocking especially reduces the inflammatory response of the body.
Numerous studies (both clinical and endoscopic) in patients with Crohn's disease have
shown significant improvement during treatment with infliximab. Whose advantages are:

. Cure of highly active Crohn's disease;

. altering the natural progression of Crohn's disease;

. Promoting mucosal healing;

. Reduction of complications, hospitalization and surgical intervention;
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Artifical Heart (VAD) Features for Acute Heart failure Class D

In the world, Statistically The most common are heart diseases. The highest rates of death
are due to heart disease. Diseases such as heart attacks, Valvular deficiencies, acute heart
failure, etc. According to the American Heart Association, about 17 million people die each
year from these diseases. Eeach one in five patients has heart failure. There are several ways
to treat heart failure today; One of the newest and most actively used in foreign countries
is this, artificial ventricular implantation.

Artifical Ventricle -VAD

Artificial ventricle, the same ventricular assit device: (VAD_eng: Ventrical assist device) is
an electromechanical circulatory device. It is an implantable pump that helps the ventricle
or ventricles to pump blood to the aorta or pulmonary artery from the failed ventricles.The
first model of the artificial ventricle was created by the American cardiac surgeon Michael
Debaky (1908-2008). Today, this technology has changed a lot, refined and is already
actively used in cardiac surgery as a standard of treatment for acute heart failure.

According to implantation, there are 2 types of artificial ventricles: monoventricular (in the
right or left ventricle) and biventricular when implantation is performed in both ventricles.

Mechanism:

The pump unit is placed on the chest. It is implanted by a surgeon at the apex of the heart
where it receives blood. The pump delivers blood to the aorta in a circular manner. The
pump has a cable and a control system (controller). The cable runs from the apparatus to
the skin of the abdomen in controller out of the body.The controller receives notifications
and sends signals to ensure the physiological pulsed operation of the system.The device is
powered by batteries placed outside the body.

Uses:
Vad is used for:
e Acute Heart failure
e Heart Fibrillatio
e Preparing for the transplantation
e Heart Therapy to be stronger.

Post-implantation risks of artificial ventricle:

10-15% of patients may develop a number of postoperative complications, such as sudden
blood clotting, infection, right atrial fibrillation, bleeding, or sudden disruption of the
apparatus, which can be prevented by regular screening.
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After the operation, the patient is prescribed regular examinations to control and avoid the
danger:

Blood analysis; Electrocardiogram; Electrocardiography; Chest X-ray.

Artificial ventricle in Georgia

The peculiarities of the artificial ventricle are especially studied by TSU scientists in
Georgia. Numerous experimental operations have been performed, which have yielded
successful results.

Artificial ventricular implantation, which is an alternative to heart transplantation, will be
possible in Georgia from 2020. They are actively working on this - the cardiac surgery
service of the "Bokhua Cardiovascular Center", they will perform this operation for the first
time in collaboration with leading clinics in Germany and Switzerland. From here, already
in Georgia, artificial ventricular implantation will become one of the standards of treatment
for acute heart failure.

Conclusions:

Artificial ventricular implantation is a revolution in modern medicine. It prevents mortality
in patients with acute heart failure. The artificial ventricle ensures the development of
medical tourism in the country.

There are no heart transplant surgeries in Georgia, and the number of donors in the world
is small, artificial ventricles temporarily or permanently solve these problems and improve
the patient's quality of life. To date, these devices have become much cheaper and a wide
range of patients will have access to their implantation.

Effect Of Covid-19 On Academic And Students' Performances

Pandemics are event of disease that causes loss of life with decrease in economy leading to
negative effect on the society. Pandemics have been recorded in different periods
throughout the history including bubonic plaque (Black Death), severe acute respiratory
syndrome (SARS), Middle East Respiratory Syndrome (MERS) and Spanish flu. These
events have impacted negatively on individual as well as society at large.

Presently the world is faced with another Pandemic Corona virus disease (COVID 19)
which was seen first in Wuhan Province, China and has claimed many lives globally.
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COVID-19 is viral infection caused by SARS - CoV-2, a new strain of coronavirus from the
SARS-COV strains. It was declared a pandemic by the director general of World Health
Organization on January 30 2020. It has also glimmered fears of a looming recession and
economic crisis. Self-isolation, social distancing, social gathering and travel restrictions,
controversial vaccines have led to abridged labor force across all economic sectors hence
causing job loss. However, COVID 19 did not only have effect on the economy it also has
effect on individual’s health, psychology, emotion and education causing schools to shut
down. While some sectors have suffered tremendously, some have significantly grown for
instance, medical and food sector due to panic buying by individuals.

In this article the authors review the effects of COVID 19 on students based on their
experience, peers experience, research and information gathered from around the globe to
highlight the detrimental effects of COVID 19 pandemics on students and how institutions
can respond better in future. 100 students were selected at random from different
Universities in Tbilisi area of Georgia. The study finding revealed that COVID 19 has
significant negative impact on both academic assimilation and performances of students.
The COVID 19 epidemic has affected quite a number of students whose schools shut down
have cut them, their teachers and their families by disbelief leading to loss of physical
interaction in class or loss of studies altogether while some are trying online learning
platforms with frequent problems in network as well as motivational trials.

The effect of COVID 19 on education cannot be over emphasized, although counter
measures have been put in place to continue educating students but there has been increase
in stress and anxiety among students. According to Mae 2020, COVID 19 have affected
educational system not only China where the virus originated but also all other educational
institutions across 188 countries. Mae also recommends the need for institutions to produce
studies to proliferate and document impacts of pandemic on educational system and also
the need to strengthen the syllabus and make it more responsive to future pandemics. The
Ministry of education, science, culture and sports of Georgia proposed online learning
platform for institutions in order to combat rapid spread of the virus among students as well
as teachers and wider community. There is also global COVID 19 pandemic guidance for
schools emphasizing on keeping the students, teachers, administrative staffs safe and
physically fit. This includes; active communication about preventative measures, inspiring
and encouraging staff and student to remain calm and home when they are sick,
importance of face mask, frequent hand wash and regularly sanitizing their hands.

Furthermore In regards to medical field/courses, it has been the most hit considering the
fact that medicine is work based not class base learning. Some courses which needed
physical attendance for practical, suffered more with students having just visualized
practice through videos done online, as this, was the method used, due to the mode of
teaching, during this period. According to Joshua and Cornelius 2020, “the question of how
to offer continuous excellent education remotely that does not support only learning but
also psycho-social well being of both the teachers and the students is dangerous to active
readiness and response”. Therefore lack of research, guidance and planning of this effective
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continuous education is calamitous as education on its own is psycho-social backing that
encourages all inclusive well-being during disaster (Joshua and Cornelius 2020)

The effect of COVID-19 pandemic, as experienced by us the students, in our
modern/computer age era, still didn't prepare us for what was coming, even with
advancement in science, medicine and technology.

We experienced not only massive death occurrences throughout the globe, but also leaving
a black hole in history that no matter how technologically advanced we are, there is need
for improvement as with every case. Furthermore, the fight is against the Virus (Covid-19),
which we are aware that viruses always changes form (replicates) it never stays in the form
in which it attacks therefore, we are up against enormous fight as presently different strains
are already springing out, further slowing down processes globally. This has led to countries
adopting different counter measures such as: imposing curfew, restricting flights, switching
to online mode( whether in education, government services, private services in order to
reduce face to face meeting, making delivery services compulsory and reducing dining in at
restaurant in addition to WHO guidelines which we are familiar with such as: washing
hands with soap and under running water use of face mask, social distancing, use of hand
Sanitizer and to mention a few: trying to curtail its further spread.

Retinopathy of prematurity is a problem of social importance in the world and is one of the
most common causes of blindness in children. Retinopathy refers to an ongoing disease with
abnormal development of retinal blood vessels in premature infants, which can only be
prevented with timely diagnosis and appropriate treatment.

Often retinopathy occurs in both eyes at the same time and its development begins in the
fourth week of life on average.

At the birth of a premature baby, an ophthalmological examination is mandatory to
diagnose retinopathy in time, assess the stage of the disease and, if necessary, carry out
emergency treatment to prevent blindness caused by retinal detachment
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The role of Thrombectomy in Stroke Treatment

In Georgia there is a tendency of growth of cerebral vascular disease.In 1999 cerebral
vascular disease case was 222,4 in 100000 and ic 2005 it was 344,7. New cases grew from
84,7 to 111,3. In Great britain death cases coused by stroke is in the third place and in
Australia it has second place.In America strokecases is much more higher in black rase,than
in white rase. Managing stroke in the early stage can help to reduce death indicator but
managing stroke in the early stage is impossible without diagnosis. Stroke is classified to
the three type.Ischemic, Hemorrhagic and Transitional. The risk—factor of stroke are : Age,
Gender, Arrhythmia, Diabetes, Myocardial infarction and Atherosclerosis changes.
Ischemic stroke is characterized by the sudden loss of blood circulation to an area of the
brain, resulting in a corresponding loss of neurologic function. Acute ischemic stroke is
caused by thrombotic or embolic occlusion of a cerebral artery and is more common than
hemorrhagic stroke. Common stroke signs and symptoms include the following: Abrupt
onset of hemiparesis, monoparesis, or (rarely) quadriparesis. Hemisensory deficits,
Monocular or binocular visual loss, Visual field deficits, Diplopia, Dysarthria, Facial droop,
Ataxia, Vertigo (rarely in isolation), Nystagmus, Aphasia, Sudden decrease in level
ofconsciousness. Emergent brain imaging is essential for evaluation of acute ischemic
stroke. Noncontrast computed tomography (CT) scanning is the most commonly used form
of neuroimaging in the acute evaluation of patients with apparent acute stroke. The
following neuroimaging techniques may also be used emergently.CT angiography and CT
perfusion scanning, Magnetic resonance imaging (MRI), Carotid duplex scanning, Digital
subtraction angiography. The method of treatment of acute ischemic stroke is endovascular
thrombectomy. This intervention removes the thrombus.Compared with best medical
treatment alone, endovascular therapy (EVT) significantly increases the likelihood of
favorable outcome. Meta-Analysis Supports Late Thrombectomy in Selected Stroke
Patients.Results of the AURORA analysis showed that for every 100 patients treated with
thrombectomy, 33 patients will have less disability, and 27 patients will achieve
independent level of functioning compared to patients who receive standard medical care
only.In fact, the benefit of intervention was greater for patients who presented in the latter
part of the late time window.

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Impact of troposphere ozone on covidinization cases in Tbilisi

The Pope described the current pandemic as "the last fires and floods" that were nature's
response toclimate change. He noted that "there is an expression in Spanish: 'God always
forgives, we sometimes forgive, but nature never forgives us.

It is well known that the coronavirus pandemic, which began in 2019, hit the world. The
pandemic center is considered to be the seafood and animal market in Wuhan, Hubei
Province, China. The suspicion of spreading a new, previously unknown viral strain, arose
after 41 people in Khubei province were diagnosed with pneumonia for no apparent reason.
The virus spreads from person to person and causes severe respiratory diseases.
Complications of the disease include pneumonia, respiratory failure,acute respiratory
distress syndrome, renal failure, and the risk of fatal outcome. The disease caused by the
SARS-CoV-2 virus has been named COVID-19.

We live in the midst of a global health crisis - a similar pandemic the world has not
experienced for more than 100 years. The Spanish flu in 1918 claimed the lives of
approximately 50 million people around the world at a time when the world seemed to be
trying to escape the damage done by World Wa. In addition, it has failed to reduce the
existing social and economic inequality that still poisons theworld.

Unlike everything we have seen in the 75-year history of the UN, the Covid Phenomenon
has, in fact,dismantled the neo-liberal regime established after the Cold War. This pandemic
has exposed the weakness of our global age and the hidden nature of changing identities.
By attacking global capitalism, subways, densely populated hubs of global markets,
technology, trade, various workforces, the pandemic has, in fact, swept the earth's biosphere.

According to modern approaches, differentiation of solid dust particles into fractions,
according to their aerodynamic diameter size are used to assess and normalize the impact
on human health. Namely, PM10 (particles with an aerodynamic diameter of 10 pm) and
PM2.5 (particles with an aerodynamic diameter of 2.5 um). The latter are considered the
most dangerous to health because they have the ability to penetrate into the peripheral
areas of the bronchioles and prevent airway into the lungs. Theseare carbon monoxide, lead,
nitrogen dioxide, particles (very small solid or liquid particles in the air), sulfur oxides, and
ground ozone (ozone does not escape directly into the air but is formed by exposure to
sunlight, nitrogen oxides, and volatile organic compounds. There are two categories of
particles: 10 micrometers (um) or less (1 um = 10m6 meters) and 2.5 pm or less in size.

Air pollution, the release of various gases into the atmosphere, finely divided solids, or finely
dispersed liquid aerosols at speeds that exceed the natural capacity of the environment to

disperse and dilute or absorb them. These substances can reach concentrations in the air,
causing undesirable health,economic or aesthetic effects.

For several years now, we have been conducting between the troposphere (surface) ozone
level and the incidence of various non-infectious-infectious diseases in Tbilisi. Given the
current unorthodox situation, when the Covid-Pandemic swept through all aspects of our
lives, we wondered if we could judge the frequency of Covid-pandemics and the
relationship between ozone and the troposphere ozone. We conducted an epidemiological
study between the troposphere ozone level and the frequencyof co-infected cases in Tbilisi.

The study was conducted with a German-made ozonometer at a frequency of three to three
minutes every hour, in the Vake-Saburtalo district of Thilisi, every day, continuously. Here
is the material on how the frequency of co-infection cases in Tbilisi varied by months. To
confirm the final result, the so-called Piersen formula was used, which was used to
determine the interesting result - the level of covidination decreases when the ozone level of
the troposphere decreases too.

However, to draw final conclusions at this stage is impossible. The issue is still under
investigation.

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Importance of circulating micro-RNA in cardiovascular disease

The role of micro-RNAs has recently been actively discussed in altering gene expression,
which is an important factor in pathogenesis. A microRNA (miRNA) is a short, non-coding
molecule found in various tissues, including the blood. Micro-RNA, by modulating the
translation process or degrading coding RNA, is a regulator of posttranscriptional
expression of genes. The involvement of micro-RNAs in the development of the heart, as
well as changes in their number in various cardiovascular diseases, indicate their role in
the pathogenesis of these diseases. Micro-RNAs of various cardiovascular diseaseshave
been identified:

. miR1, miR133a, miR208a, miR499 - in cases of myocardial infarction;
. miR1, miR133, miR328 - in cases of atrial and ventricular arrhythmias;
. miR21, miR29 - in cases of fibrosis;

. miR208, miR133 - in cases of ventricular hypertrophy.

Determination of transcoronary concentration gradients of microRNAs between the
proximal aorta and coronary venous sinus showed a significant increase in the
concentration of circulating microRNAs in patients with acute coronary syndrome -
miR499, miR133 and miR208. This increase in concentrations correlated with troponin-
positive status; no increase in circulating microRNA concentrations was observed in
patients who did not experience a rise in troponin levels. In patients with acute coronary
syndrome who have been diagnosed with myocardial infarction, a significant increase in
the concentration of microRNAs - miR1, miR133 and miR208 - was observed compared
with patients with unstable angina. Damage to cardiomyocytes, in turn, results in increased
secretion of exosomes containing microRNAs miR133 and miR499. Intracellular levels of
micro-RNAs are highly informative ofthe regulatory mechanisms developed in response
to cardiomyocyte damage. It should also be noted that the transcoronary gradient of
miR126 was impaired due to the increased concentration of other micro-RNAs, which
should be due to proteases and / or RNAs released by damaged myocytes, as well as
nonspecific degradation of proteins associated with micro-RNAs. There is also an
alternative view that miR126 is a signaling molecule that is actively captured by the
cardiomyocyte.

The possibility of micro-RNA-based therapy could become an effective tool for the
management of cardiovascular disease. Micro-RNA mimetic and anti-micro-RNA
preparations are under development. Active studies are ongoing to determine the clearance
of micro-RNA secretions and their functions in cardiovascular disease. This perspective
implies the use of micro-RNAs as diagnostic and prognosticbiomarkers of cardiovascular
disease.
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Healthy eating and healthy aging

Healthy, physiologically complete, or rational nutrition is the basis of human health. A
proper diet ensures the fulfillment of all the important functions of the

organism. A healthy diet helps a body resist the harmful factors of the environment,
maintain immunity, supports physical and mental development, increases working
capacity, stabilizes nervous-mental state, provides longevity, and overall health.

Aging is a natural process, an inevitable stage in the age development of the body. The
whole path of life, from birth to death, is laid in our genes, as well as the

longevity of life. Aging and death are programmed, but it is in human’s hands to slow down
the aging process, or to delay early aging, which is caused by unfavorable environmental
conditions, bad habits, unbalanced diet. Promoting optimal management of vital processes
is a prerequisite for a happy and long life.

The goal of the study was to survey students’ to assess their eating habits with a
questionnaire.

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The role of bempedoic acid as a new agent for reducing lipoprotein LDL-C

Among the numerous diseases of the cardiovascular system atherosclerosis and ischemic
heart disease (GID) are one of the leading causes. Takes place in both global and regional
healthcare according to organizations and it is the leading cause of morbidity and mortality.

Much is known today about the effects of cholesterol on the human body. Reducing its
number has a positive effect on health and improves quality of life.

Cholesterol comes in many forms: high-density lipoprotein (HDL), low-density lipoprotein
(LDL), and very low-density structured lipoprotein (VLDL) containing triglycerides and
free fatty acids Bempedoic acid (ETC-1002) is a novel, first-in-class, oral, small molecule
that inhibits cholesterol

biosynthesis in the same pathway as statins, thereby lowering low-density lipoprotein
cholesterol (LDL- C) by upregulating LDL receptors. Preclinical and completed Phase II and
IIT clinical trials have demonstrated promising results regarding its safety and
efficacyacrossa variety of patient characteristics including statin intolerance and on a
background of lipid-lowering therapy. Bempedoic acid is currently being evaluated in a
cardiovascular outcomes trial to evaluate its effect on major cardiovascular events in
patients with or at high risk for cardiovascular disease and with statin intolerance.

Bempedoic acid is a novel, [rst-in-class, oral, small molecule that inhibits cholesterol
biosynthesis and thereby enhances lipid lowering. Bempedoic acid and the bempedoic acid
on were approved for use by the USFDA on 21 February and 26 February 2020, respectively.
This review will discuss the history and development of Bempedoic acid, relevant clinical
trials and its potential role as a lipid-lowering therapeutic agent.

Preliminary preclinical as well as Phase II and III clinical studies have demonstrated a
reasonable side effect prollle for Bempedoic acid. In vitro studies showed reduced
myotoxicity and muscle apoptosis compared with simvastatin and atorvastatin. Phase III
trials have demonstrated potential clinical utility in patients with statin intolerance.
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Sudden infant death syndrome (SIDS)

There are many theories of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome, risk factors have been
identified and prevention has been developed. The study of this problem has been achieved
despite the fact that medicine has not been able to determine the underlying cause of
Sudden Infant Death Syndrome andeliminate it completely. Complaints of sudden death
syndrome may be associated with pathology of areas of the child’s brain that control
breathing and wakefulness.

The term sudden infant death syndrome (SIDS) was first proposed in 1969 in order to
focus attentionon a subgroup of infants with similar clinical features whose deaths
occurred unexpectedly in the postnatal period.

Due to the great interest and relevance of the issue, important information was found,
studied andcompared with other relevant information.
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Although sudden death syndrome can affect a normal, healthy child, researchers have
found several factors that increase this risk. There are physical and environmental factors
that cause SIDS. Physical factors include: brain pathologies, respiratory infection, low birth
weight. Among the environmental factors are: sleep on the abdomen or sides, sleep on a
soft surface, sleep in bed with parents. Other risk factors are: Sex - Male infants are
considered to be more prone to this syndrome (60%), Age - The most dangerous period is
the second and third months of life (90% of SIDS deaths occur before 6 months of age;
72% of SIDS deaths occur between months 1-4, At 9 months of age the risk is significantly
reduced and at 1 year of age is reduced to almost zero). Race - For some unexplained
reason, Africans, African Americans, Indians, and Alaskan Aborigines are more likely to
die of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome, high risk of SIDS is during the winter months,
Family history - The high-risk group includes children whose sister, brother, or cousin died
of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome, Passive Smoking - Children livingin a family of smokers
are more likely to die suddenly.

Several anatomical and physiological data supported the association between bradycardia
/ tachycardia and apnea SIDS in infants. For example, a study was conducted with 6 dead
children, of which 3 were compatible with SIDS; SIDS requires the trust of all patients to
prescribe bradycardia thatwas previously useless or concomitant with central apnea. One
had a tachycardia before bradycardia, while the same heartbeat slowed down to about 2
hours before death. Apnea-Sudden death is sometimes classified into three main types:

. Central or diaphragmatic (i.e. no respiratory tension observed)
. Obstructive (usually due to upper airway obstruction)
. Mixed

Often the cause of SIDS is a disorder of cerebral circulation. Also, the cause may be a
violation ofenzyme synthesis.

About two weeks before death, infants may experience diarrhea, vomiting, lethargia,
cyanosis (50- 60%), respiratory problems (50%), abnormal limb movements (35%), signs
of pneumonia, gray skin color, bleeding in the adrenal glands, etc. One day before death
Symptoms: Vomiting and regurgitation resolve.

Extensive examination of the body usually reveals no signs of a congenital anomaly or an
acquired pathological process. Laboratory tests are performed to rule out other causes of
death (e.g., electrolyte testing is performed to rule out dehydration and electrolyte
imbalance, and infection should also be ruled out).

Staphylococcal toxins have been identified in various tissues of newborns (including the
brain), whichis a toxic cause of brain swelling. Deaths from SIDS show antibodies to
enterobacteriaceae and cloaca toxins in the body. Any toxins are likely to affect the baby's
body, but along with other factors (heat, mistreatment, etc.) increase the risk of the baby
dying.

Death is determined when a child is exposed to stress factors that have underdeveloped
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structuraland functional protective mechanisms.

Each year, about 3,500 children in the U.S. die suddenly, without any pre-existing
background or disease. Every year, exactly the same number of families are questioned,
interrogated, subjected to

observation by law enforcement until it is finally determined - the cause of death of the
child is so-called. Sudden Infant Death Syndrome.

SIDS is a death of unknown cause, no one knows the exact reason.
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Pancreas transplantation and key aspects of the post-transplant period

Transplantation of such a difficult-to-transplant organ as the pancreas began 55 years ago
and has gained popularity over the last decade. With a new organ, patients get a new life.
The first transplantwas performed at the University of Minnesota by Richard Lilleheus and
William Kelly.

Since then, more than 50,000 pancreas transplants have been performed worldwide.
Pancreas transplantation has quickly become the standard approach for patients with
insulin-dependent diabetesand renal failure.

The clinical case wich where described by us makes it clear that in the postoperative
period, immunosuppressive treatment is important, which a large load falls on T-cell
immunosuppressants, iscrucial for the to keep of the transplant. The patient does not have
any significant complications or limitations after the operation. The patient undergoes
constant medical treatment as long as he is protected from systemic autoimmune disease.
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The role of COVID-19 vaccines and and safety

The virus COVID-19 is a new virus and it is related to the same group of viruses that belong
to the "severe acute respiratory syndrome" (SARS) and some forms of colds. The disease
caused by the coronavirus was first detected in the Chinese city of Wuhan and it was
officially named SARS COVID-19.which caused a pandemic and we are still fighting this
virus today. Vaccination is considered to be the greatest achievement in the history, as it
saves millions of lives every year. Vaccination is a simple, safe and effective way to protect
the body from various diseases. It strengthens the human immune system and makes it
resistant to disease. Promotes the body's immune system to produce antibodies.

Vaccination response immunity is always individual and depends on many factors. The
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vaccine is an important tool for managing a newly emerging infection and controlling a
pandemic, although it may notbe the only way. This could make the pandemic in the
world stop suddenly. The benefits of the vaccine outweigh its potential, potential risks.
There are immeasurably fewer side effects seen in preliminary studies compared to what
the coronavirus causes in humans. Studies on vaccines have been conductedover a period
of time, which means that the focus of the research process was on evaluating the efficacy
and safety of vaccines. The rest of the questions require long-term observation. In general,
the effectiveness of any vaccine is manifested in different ways. The vaccine can block the
development of the disease, or the development of a severe form, or the transmission of
the infection to a third person, or shorten the period of infection of the third person from
the vaccinated person.

Dentists
can refer suspicious cases to the appropriate specialists for confirmation, treatment, or both,
perform few medical care procedures and provide quality information about the potential
for attacks.

Such advancements in dental technology enable
patients to receive modern solutions to traditional dental problems. Among the digital
technologies available for dentistry is digital radiography, electronic prescriptions,
computerized case presentations, CAD/CAM restorations, digitally based surgical guides,
imaging for implant placement and digital impressions. Dentists are eager to incorporate
proven digital technologies into their practices to provide leading-edge dental treatment
that can be performed in a more efficient, effective, comfortable manner (clinical case).
Digital dental technologies enable consultations with patients and collaborations with other
dental specialists to be conducted quicker and with more immediate and detailed
information than in years past. What’s more, quality of care improves through enhanced
diagnosis and precision restorations.
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Anesthesia in pediatric dentistry

Dentistry is a constantly evolving field of medicine, a significant part of its services are
focused on painless manipulation. The path of development from the beginning to the
present is diverse and sophisticated. Today, anesthetics are widely used to block or prevent
pain in procedures.

Pediatric dentistry is a complex and multi-component specialty aimed at painlessness.
Anesthesiology contributes significantly to the development of pediatric dentistry. It is
currently difficult to imagine thework of pediatric dentists without a well-organized and
fairly effective anesthesia service and resuscitation. Protecting the child from any negative
external influences, mental strain, fear, pain and trauma is essential. The main task is to
ensure the calm behavior of the child, regardless of the quality and volume of the
intervention, the pain and trauma of dental manipulations.

Any negative moment: the noise or vibration of the drum machine, the medical weapon
itself, the tracesof blood on the tampon cause a negative reaction of the child, the quality
of which depends on his individual psychological reactivity.

In recent years I have been attending manipulations in the pediatric department of the
dental clinic, where there are frequent cases of pediatric anesthesia to relieve fear.
Anesthesia helps to remove the pain sensation and gain confidence

Plastic Surgery in Periodontology, Periodontal Flaps

The conference topic is about plastic surgery in periodontology. We will discuss periodontal
debris, its classification, design, rates, peculiarities of the abrasions. In various surgical
interventions, flaps of various designs and sizes are widely used. There are several methods
of its formation, which we will mention in the conference topic. We will also discuss the
tools that are important in the technical implementation of flaps operations. We point out
the danger zones where we should avoid doing the rate. It is necessary to ensure the
visualization of the operating field. All manipulations must be performed carefully and
precisely so as not to damage the surrounding soft tissues. In the topic we will discuss the
hemostasis condition and talk about the methods used to stop the bleeding during the
operation. After cessation of bleeding and examination, the patient leaves the clinic. It is
necessary to make recommendations that the patient should not drink alcohol after the
operation, it is desirable to load the body with fluids, it is possible to take juices. Fluids
should not be taken immediately, soft food should be taken for a few days, sutures should
be removed by the surgeon 5-7 days after surgery, etc.

Prevention of Oral Diseases as an Investment in Health

Caries and periodontitis have been most common oral pathologies for long. Intraoral health
protects organism from bacterial infections an environmental hazards. Even in high-income
countries, 60 —90 % of students and adults have caries problems. In Global health, intraoral
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diseases are in a considerable place. Spread of oral diseases depends on economic, social,
behavioral environmental factors.

Unhealthy oral cavities decreases working abilities and effects on person’s psychology.
Healthy teeth and gums is associated to oral hygiene. Unhealthy oral cavity is high risk
factor for chronic diseases such as heart, kidney and lung diseases. It is significant risk factor
for diabetes. By scale of problem, oral diseases are a major public health problem. Impact of
oral diseases is significant on health status of individuals an on community as a whole. In
addition, traditional treatment of oral diseases is quite expensive; it is fourth most expensive
treatments in developed countries. In many low-income countries, cost of caries treatment
outweighs the cost of Childs” health as a whole. Oral diseases are known as risk factors for
the four most common chronic diseases, such as cardiovascular diseases, diabetes, tumor
and chronic obstructive pulmonary diseases.

Studies show that people with periodontitis are more likely to have heart attack and are
three times more likely to have stroke than those who have regular oral care. Studies also
have shown that the bacteria that cause periodontitis can penetrate bloodstream and may
contribute formation of thrombus and thromboembolic complications.

People with diabetes are more susceptible to infections, including oral infections. Studies at
various times have shown that periodontitis may aggravate the condition of diabetic
patients and make them insulin resistant. Microbes that cause pneumonia and other
respiratory diseases often live in person’s mouth who has periodontitis as well and can
provoke mentioned above diseases under favorable conditions.

The world today faces two types of malnutrition: First associated with hunger or nutrient
deficiencies and second with dietary hunger. Urbanization and rapid economic
development have led to changes in people’s lifestyle and diets. Frequent dieting and
malnutrition effect on development of craniofacial and oral cancers and oral infections as
well.

The issue is noteworthy. We wondered what the situation was around us regarding to the
mentioned problem. We also wondered how much attention paid our peers and adults on
their oral conditions. We conducted a study with a pre-compiled questionnaire in which
adult population of both sex participated voluntarily. Several issues have emerged that need
to be considered.
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Peri-implantitis

Parodontolgy is the important field of dentistry, which contains tissues of dents, gingiva,
periodontal ligament and alveolar bone. Dental implant is the best way to replace the root
portion of a missing tooth.It helps to avoid aesthetic discomfort, chewing and speech.
Dental implants are surgically placed in your jaw-bone, where they serve as the roots of
missing teeth. Because the titanium in implants fuses with your jawbone. How dental
implant surgery is performed depends on the type of implant and the condition of you
jawbone. It involves several procedures. The major benefit of implants is solid support for
new teeth — a process that requires the bone to heal tightly around the implant. Because
this bone healing requires time, the process can take many months.

Peri-implantitis is a destructive inflammatory process affecting the soft and hard tissues
surrounding dental implants. It causes pressure on the implants, plaque, heating of bone
while preparation, carless ofdoctor and patient’s general disease. The inflammation may
be developed after the implant insert or while the osseointegration.

Peri-implant lesion is easily diagnosed on a radiography and clinical examination. Signs
and symptoms of peri-implantitis are swelling around implant, redness, bleeding,
periodontal pocket may beflows serosal fluid or pus. Radiographic evidence of bone loss
around implant.

The treatment of peri-implant infections comprises conservative and surgical approaches.
depending on the severity of the peri-implant disease. Most of the published strategies for
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peri-implantitis therapy are mainly based on the treatments used for teeth with
periodontitis. The reason is the way of bacterial colonization of dental and implant surfaces
follow similar principles and it is commonly accepted that the microbial biofilm plays an
analogous role in the development of peri-implant inflammation. For the treatment of peri-
implantitis, both conservative as well as surgical therapies can beapplied. Thereby, the
surgical treatments can be done using respective or regenerative approaches.

Treatment depends on the nature of the disease, if the implants is shaking and it should
be removed andthe best way to avoid peri-implantitis is surgical method, which means
remove granulation tissue and bone grafting. In addition to medication and manual
treatment innovative techniques such as laser- supported and photodynamic therapy and
surgical therapy.

There are many studies with different study designs in different populations with different
materials used. Therefore, prevention is the most important instrument based on
appropriate treatment planning, an atraumatic approach for implant insertion and
continuous check-up intervals with professional teeth and implant cleaning. Above all,
attention should be paid to risk factors such as smoking and active or previous
periodontitis. In non-surgical therapy combination of mechanical cleaning with curettes
and air polishing systems are recommendable.

The Impact of Coronavirus On the Oral Health and Prevention Of Virus Prevalence

The new coronavirus SARS-CoV-2 is a large family of virus which was first detected in late
2019 and hasquickly developed into a global pandemic. Most people infected with the
COVID-19 virus will experience mild to moderate respiratory illness and recover without
requiring special treatment. Older people, and those with underlying medical problems
like cardiovascular disease, diabetes, chronic respiratory disease, and cancer are more likely
to develop serious illness. SARS-CoV-2 contagion enters host cells through cell receptor
ACE2.

Transmission route for SARS-CoV-2 as described by WHO, include; contact, droplet,
airborne, fecal-oral, bloodborne, mother-to-child, and animal-to-human transmission. As
dental and oral health workers havedirect contact with respiratory aerosols of patients
during procedures, The oral cavity is a potential reservoir for respiratory pathogens which
can predispose patients to bacterial super-infection.
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Saliva is a common and transient medium for virus transmission. Among saliva droplets
with different sizes generated by breathing, talking, and sneezing, large droplets easily fall
onto the floor and only set up short- distance transmission. Saliva could form aerosols and
reach a distant host along air flow whenin a favorable environment.

The systematic search revealed that saliva can be used as covid identifying test. We found
91% (CI 80— 99%) sensitivity for saliva tests and 98% (CI 89-100%) sensitivity for
nasopharyngeal swab (NPS) tests.Also interesting changes appeared in microflora. The
human respiratory tract microbiome changed in COVID-19 patients with opportunistic
pathogen abundance.

Researches reveals The correlation between oral health and COVID-19. Oral mucosal
lesions presented multiple clinical aspects, including white and erythematous plaques,
irregular ulcers, small blisters, petechiae, and desquamative gingivitis. Tongue, palate, lips,
gingiva, and buccal mucosa were affected.In mild cases, oral mucosal lesions developed
before or at the same time as the initial respiratory symptoms; however, in those who
required medication and hospitalization, the lesions developed approximately 7 to 24 d
after onset symptoms.

Because of that fact that in Georgia till now have not conducted any research around the
correlation between covid 19 and oral health, we have done Pilot study with the help of
the questioners in Georgianpopulation, where revealed correlation between the oral health
and SARS-CoV-2

Therefore, wearing masks to prevent formation of infectious saliva droplets projecting to
the air, thorough disinfection of indoor air to block dissemination of infectious saliva
droplets, and keep a distance with people not to acquire infectious saliva droplets could
slow down 2019-nCoV epidemic to acertain degree

Prevention of disease is an important thing. According these preventive norms developed
So how can weprotect ourselves as health worker?

Lets look at how the most effected nations are coping and their methods to minimize the
spread China — mainly assess patients based on temp — and screening questions. But
mouthwash is alwaysused for effective control

USA — if patient has no hx or link, they continue with treatment. If so, then the patient is
deferred for 2 weeks and

only treat extreme cases. Mouthwash is also used.

UK, Brazil, — only none invasive procedures to minimize aerosol Generation Where as in
parts of Italythe patient is always deferred unless it’s an emergency case. The main issue is
being faced in those countries is lack of guidelines to what should be considers by the
doctors Method Systematic reviews were conducted through American dental association,
PumMed, The National Centre for Biotechnology Information, Journal of Oral Medicine
and Oral Surgery, British Medical Association and Journal of Clinical Periodontology,
based on systemic reviews we conducted Pilot studyon Georgian population and research
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has been conducted with the help of the questionnaire. Questionnaire

involved the following information: Gender and age of patient, when patient was effected
with covid -19,general condition of patient and underlying medical problems, subjective
and objective complains, clinical manifestation of oral lesion, revealed period of oral lesions

Results

Over 600 reviews were searched form the data bases mentioned. 107 potential articles
were thoroughly studied. 56 did not comply with selection criteria, however a significant
correlation has been establishedbetween the state of the overall health of the oral cavity
and SARS-CoV-2 contraction, pilot study revealed, stomatitis cheilities and etc. appearance
in covid effected patients

Conclusion

From the appearance of covid 19 till today many researches are conducted that gives
opportunities toadvance the information, information that we introduced today is based
on systemic reviews that revealed the following:

1) There is a direct link between oral health and SARS-CoV-2.

2) the possibility of using Saliva as an accurate testing method for diagnosis of SARS-
CoV-2.
3) Smoking can increase the risk of mortality from SARS-CoV-2 despite not having

any othercomorbidities
4) dysgeusia, anosmia and hyposmia are caused by SARS-CoV-2.

5) improved oral hygiene and frequent professional oral health care can reduces the
progression oroccurrence of respiratory diseases including SARS-CoV-2.

6) there is no direct connection between dental caries and SARS-CoV- 2 although this
conclusion mightchange with further research.

7) Systemic reviews and Pilot study conducted by us elicited correlation between
covid -19 and oralhealth

8) Noticed changes in the microbiome of respiratory tract

Surgical treatment of recession

The conference topic will discuss what are recession and a periodontal biotype. The impact
of tooth brushing, restorations of the cervical area of the teeth, orthodontic treatment, and
other conditions on the recession and the clinical case of each case. It will also discuss how
to diagnose and what recommendations to give to the patient in case of recession. Because
the deeper the recession is, the lower the chance of full coverage of the root by surgical
procedure. If the mucogingival junction is normal, there are high chances of the positive
outcome of root coverage. If greater is the disruption of the interdental attachment, the
worse the outcome of surgical treatment of the recession.

This topic will be discussed the new classification of recession provided by Cairo et al. This
classification better reflects clinical cases and outcomes of surgery success than the
previously used Miller’s classification, which has some limitations. Cairo’s classification is
treatment-oriented, we use it freely to predict what the outcome of surgical treatment will
be. Also of great importance are the recession-related clinical conditions. If we do not treat
it during the recession, it will progress and deepen. A study was conducted by Audio et al
and they compared areas where gum plastic surgery was performed and those where we
did not treat the recession. After 23-25 years, it was found that the size of the recession size
decreased in 83% of the treated areas, while the depth of the recession size increased in
48% of the untreated areas.

Most patients undergo surgical treatment of recession for cosmetic purposes. It is,
therefore,, necessary to take into account the advice of experts to determine the type of
recession, patient requirements, and treatment tactics for each patient individually.

Hypersensitivity, often manifested during recessions. This pain is quite short and severe,
passing quickly when it is no longer irritating. Sensitivity changes the quality of human life
pretty much, and it changes nutritional peculiarities as well. After surgical coverage of the
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roots, the hypersensitivity completely disappears. There is plenty of research that proves
it.

Importance is also attached to carious and non-carious disease of the cervical area of the
tooth associated with recession. However, for us, these lesions are important in so far as
they alter or completely damage the natural cementoenamel junction, which is so
important for the diagnosis and treatment of recessions.

Socket shield technique

One of the major goals of prosthetic rehabilitation is to achieve and maintain the harmony
especially in the esthetic areas. The socket-shield technique is used as a predictable therapy
with minimum surgical intervention with an optimum esthetic result.

The principle is to prepare the root. It aims at preserving the root in socket to preserve the
bone and the socket, which helps not to damage the socket after extraction.

Whilst the socket-shield technique potentially offers promising outcomes, clinical data to
support this is very limited.

Conclusion The socket-shield technique is gaining popularity among the clinicians across
the world. The technique is very promising for the preservation of hard and soft tissues in
cases of immediate implant placement.
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Dental plaque management

The topic of the conference is the definition of dental plaque and its management,the stages
of maturation, its effect on the oral cavity, the protocol. We will also discuss the apparatus
and materials that is used for its removal.

It should be noted that from the various methods of dental plaque management, nowadays
one of the most effective guidelines has been introduced, so called GBT (Guided Biofilm
Therapy) method. This guideline includes several important steps and these are: Informing
the patient about the manipulation to be performed, probing ,periodontal examination,
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plaque staining, instruction and motivation about home hygiene, preparation for
cleansing, removal of upper and lower dental plaque of gingival by air-flow, removal of
upper and lower stone of gingival by ultrasound, with proper shape and size working noses
and with proper force, quality check, diagnosis of other injuries in the area of hard tissue,
agreement for repeat visit.

It is also important to consider which equipment and what material can use for removal
the dental plaque, because they can have a different impact on oral cavity.

As we know the leading role in the treatment of inflammatory diseases of the periodont is
a proper management of dental plaque. Properly conducted dental plaque management, in
the case of gingivitis gives us a full recovery. Procedure, that we are doing in this case is a
professional cleansing and therefore it is important to inform the patient in a timely and
conduct proper treatment.

It is important to consider the powders, which is used to treatment the dental plaque.They
are different from each other with composition and because of this they are characterized
by different actions.
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Georgian tax system

It is important to analyze the specifics of the
detection of inflationary processes in Georgia and the extent to which inflation can be
targeted. As we know, the National Bank of Georgia has switched to inflation targeting
mode since 2009, which means setting and maintaining the inflation target in the medium
term, but whether it is able to do so in the current situation is a matter of debate.

The role of banks in small business development

The importance of small business is an integral component of the economic growth of the
country. Small enterprise development can contribute to poverty reduction. Supporting
small businesses is more important for the countries with higher poverty rates, as it has the
ability to change the economic and social situation of the country.

In developed countries, small business development is proceeding at a high pace, national
governments attach great importance to such enterprises and assist them: establish small
business promotion programs, impose significant benefits, and so on.

The process of setting up small enterprises in Georgia is quite difficult for a number of
reasons: low professionalism, enterprises with monopoly, lack of population savings,
market imperfection, etc. In order to solve this problem, besides state institutions, it is
important to involve banks, which can provide vital services for small businesses.
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Statistical-economic analysis of poverty in pandemic conditions

There are many types of problems in Georgia today. One of them and the most important
is poverty. Poverty is a condition in which a person suffers from material or financial
deprivation. Poverty includes lack of food and clothing, limited education and health care,
lack of land for farming or low wages at work. Poverty is characterized by insecurity,
powerlessness, societal differentiation, and more.

According to the National Statistics Office of Georgia, in 2018, 20.1% of the Georgian
population lived below the absolute poverty line. In 2017, this figure was 21.9%, while in
2016 it was 22%. As of 2021, the subsistence level for men of working age is 197.6 GEL per
quarter and 197.2 GEL per second quarter. 23.1% live in poverty in the countryside and
18% in the city.

Georgia's economy will experience a significant slowdown in 2020 caused by the Covid-19
pandemic and lower oil prices. Georgia will be able to recover economically in 2021 with
increased domestic demand and foreign direct investment, as well as resumed remittances
from abroad. Development Bank Forecast for 2020 Georgia's GDP growth fell to 0% in 2020
in response to the Covid-19 pandemic and falling oil prices, declining consumption,
tourism and trade. However, the return of the Georgian economy to normal dynamics in
2021 is expected to grow by 4.5%.

Therefore, given the current situation, when the economy was stagnant for about 3 months.
Experts estimate that GDP growth in 2020 was 0%, but we will have a completely different
picture in 2021, when all sectors of the economy will continue to operate as usual.
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Inflation in Georgia, problems and ways to overcome them

Inflation as an economic event has existed for a long time. It is believed that its emergence
is partly related to the origin of money, in the functioning of which it continuously
participates in. The term "inflation" was first used in North America during the Civil War
of 1861-1865 and meant to inflate the process of money circulation. Inflation is an increase
in the general level of prices, a reset of the circulation of monetary assets due to the high
demand for goods, which leads to the depreciation of the monetary unit and the consequent
increase in price. Inflation is a purely socio-economic phenomenon that was "born" with
the disproportion of production in different areas of the market economy. It should be
noted that inflation is the most acute problem of economic development in many countries
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of the modern world. Inflation usually arose in emergencies such as wars between states.
During this period, countries issued large amounts of paper money to cover war expenses.
Over the last 20-30 years, inflation has become a chronic disease of many countries'
economies. The causes of inflation are: Disproportion - the imbalance of state revenues and
expenditures, e.g.: the state budget deficit, which is often covered by the use of seniority.
Seniority is the income received as a result of printing money; Inflation-risky investments-
mainly involve the militarization of the economy; Inflation expectations - examples of this
are observing in everyday life. If there is an expectation of inflation, then such a situation
leads to an increase in demand, which in turn creates difficulties in the economy and
changes the real picture of public demand.
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The importance of transport in the development of tourism

Tourism is viewed as an individual activity that combines or is a key element, travel and
being-life. Recently, the high rates of tourism development are directly related to the
scientific-technical progress achieved in the field of transport. Mass tourism events have
significantly expanded leading to the development of the transportation system. My
progressive event was the creation of a railway and a steam locomotive, then the car
stopped, and later the plane, which by now was already moving people in a material vehicle
there.

Modern demand is needed and only under the condition of pandemic kovid-19, both
domestic and international transport, through luxury becomes a very important human
being, as well as for the movement of tourists from one destination to another, the main
means of transportation is possible. Ie It has a special place in the service of tourism
products. Because of this, the role and importance of transport in the development of
tourism is enormous.

However, Adventure Travel might be better equipped to recover and reboot faster simply
because of the DNA of the experiences we offer — small groups, nature-based, and set in
rural environments and communities. Our industry is resilient and serves a more intrepid
traveler that might be willing to come back to travel before others. But no matter what, we
need to adjust and adapt to the new normal.” The main goal of the previous subject is to
discuss, what makes adventure tourism attractive, also to inform you about how it got
damaged, in the pandemic, what perspectives does Georgia have to improve this type of
tourism in the post-pandemic period. We are going to present certain recommendations,
which are going to help adventure tourism to get back to post-pandemic level, as soon as
possible.
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Digitization in tourism

Due to the traditional nature of tourism and hospitality in Georgia, digital development
will bring challenges and opportunities for small and medium businesses. The tourism
sector is very fragmented and sub-sectors such as transport, restaurants and catering and
personal services will face different challenges and opportunities with regard to
digitalization.

At the end of the 2019 country faced one of the biggest and serious trouble. The virus spread
all over the world in a short time, and had a great impact to the global economic. This
condition was serious hit for tourism industry, which is one of the most important sector
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of economic. International traveling restrictions, PCR tests, quarantine, and completely
closed borders for some countries, decreased amount of visitors. According to the Georgian
national tourism administration’s information, Immigration rate in Georgia decreased by
0.7%. Gradually restricted travelling between cities. Started curfew, and these kind of
restrictions slowed down the pace of internal migration. The industry of tourism produces
about 11% of Georgian GDP. Total amount of visitors in 2019 was 9 357 964, which is 7.8%
more than last year. Total profit from the tourism industry in 2019 was approximately 3.5
billion dollars. 170 000 people are employed in this field. But all of this was relevant until
February 2020. Because of the virus tourism has lost its actuality in Georgia, along with the
leading countries in the world tourism industry. According to current data total loss for
every month is 30 million dollars. Employment problem was also one of the most important
issue before corona virus. Despite of this, there was a little progress in this case for last
years. But as I have already summarized, global crisis in this industry caused less income
and increased unemployment in the country. Of course it reflected on the standard of
living. At the end of the second quarter in 2020, government announced the internal
tourism as a priority. It is necessary to encourage different type of tourism. Improvement
of this kind of tourism will give an additional income to the local populations. And
Agricultural products will become the main source of income. In a pandemic conditions,
results of government restriction politic and recommendation about current circumstance
in the country will be the main subject of my conference theme.
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PR-role in improving the image of a tourist enterprise

There will be big competition on modern touristic market after covid-19 period and that is
why each consumer is very important for touristic companies. In field restart period
company needs to search for new customers and keep safe old ones for increasing the sales
amount.

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Current state of cultural tourism and development prospects in Georgia

In recent decades, tourism and culture have been inextricably linked. The reason for this
is partly due to the increased interest in culture, especially in the context of globalization,
tourism development and ease of access to cultural values, as a source of preservation of
identity. Georgia’s difficult, diverse and complex history has shaped a unique Georgian
culture over the centuries, giving us unlimited opportunities to develop cultural tourism.
Unfortunately, the situation created by covid-19 has affected all sectors, but it has had a
particularly severe impact on tourism. The current task is to get this industry back to the
2019 period as soon as possible. Of course, our country, has the potential and opportunity
for this ,but it is necessary to start active work with different countries in order to attract
vaccinated tourists now. It is necessary to plan and implement an active marketing
campaign in international markets, as well as to promote domestic tourism. It is especially
important to establish strict regulations and strictly adhere to them, both by government
agencies and businesses.
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COVID - 19 Pandemic and Small Business Development in Georgia

With the growth of a market economy and complex economic problems, the issue of employment growth and
income generation for low-income groups has taken a privileged place. In a market economy, small business
development plays an important role in solving the above problems.

The development of small business is of great importance for any country, which plays an important role in the
formation of the gross domestic product of almost all states, the creation of new jobs and the introduction of new
technologies. Today, the country's economic stability is unimaginable: without a solid foundation of
entrepreneurship, trade, financial institutions and other industrial or social infrastructure.

The process of creating small businesses in Georgia is rather controversial and involves significant socio-
economic costs. All this is due to factors such as low investment and credit attractiveness and market
imperfections. The aforementioned financial problems are exacerbated by a lack of information from
businessmen.

Such incentives can also return to Georgia those funds that
have left the country and continue to operate in various Western bank accounts, or are
involved in the economies of other countries.

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Consequences of smallholding in agriculture

Today, the share of agriculture in the Georgian economy is steadily declining, but this does
not reflect the trend in the developed world, where the decline in the share of agriculture
is associated with faster growth in other sectors, and this does not mean that agriculture as
awhole. The field is not growing. Growth is also characteristic of agriculture, but its growth
rates lag behind those of other sectors, which is why the share of agriculture is declining.

The situation in Georgia is completely different. The decrease in the share of agriculture is
not related to the faster growth of other sectors, but to the inefficiency of the sector, in
particular - the share of farmers in employment is 5 times higher than the share of
agriculture in GDP. The main determinant of this is the scarcity of land owned by
households, in particular - more than three-quarters (77.8%) of households use less than 1
hectare of land.
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To determine the impact of land area on farm incomes, we conducted a quantitative cluster
survey in which 250 households were surveyed. Other factors were selected along with the
land area: technology level, number of employees, time allotted, availability of additional
activities and housing. An econometric model was built based on the given factors and the
outcome indicator (revenue). Based on the model, it was determined - the impact of
individual factors on profitability. Most households have small plots of land, which are
often divided into even smaller plots for different crops, which further reduces the plot
yield.

The banking sector is a direct competitor to the stock market, while in Georgia the reins of
management of the rule of stock market and the Georgian stock exchange are in the hands
of national and commercial banks. The development of the securities market in Georgia
will reduce the employment problem partly through self-employment. The economy will
be developed thanks to direct financing of economic entities and increase the speed of cash
circulation. By way of developed financial markets there are increased employment,
exports, foreign exchange earnings, developed new technologies, increased company
capitalization, liquidity and, as a whole, the country's economy. In order to develop
Georgia's financial markets, it is first and foremost necessary to refine the legal framework
so that commercial banks can no longer control the stock market. A number of incentive
mechanisms have also been introduced to encourage companies to trade on the Georgian
Stock Exchange.

Iran-China Relations

Today, the government of the People's Republic of China is interested in deepening
political and economic relations with the Islamic Republic of Iran. This interest is driven
by the situation in both the international and Middle Eastern regions. Chinese President
Xi Jinping made the announcement during a recent meeting with Iranian President Hassan
Rouhani at the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) summit. It is noteworthy that
based on the relations between the two countries, China supports the maintenance and
implementation of the joint action plan of the nuclear agreement reached with Iran. China
wants to strengthen coordination with Iran on cooperation within the organization within
the organization, as well as in other international structures, in order to jointly ensure the
observance of the basic norms of international law that unite states with common interests.
At the same time, the relations between the two countries are crucial to the recent 25-year-
old hegemony that brings Iran and China closer together.

The ways and forms of
these two organization are different regarding of the creation of an Arab Satete in Palestine.
For these reasons, there are frequent confortations between Hama and Palestine Liberation
Organization (PLO). The governance of the Gaza strip is carried out by the Hamas political
wing. Hamas won election in the Gaza strip and Hamas remains politically active.
Recently, Hamas has become more active due to the decision of The US President Donald
jr Trump, He declared Jerusalem as a capital of the Israel in 2018. this fact was followed by
the intensification of Hamas in the military direction, the organization hamas resumed
both guerrila and rocket attacks in the direction of Israel. there were frequent instances of
direct attacks on Israeli military units. Hamas justified it's activities by saying that
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Jurusalem should not be declared the capital of Israel, because Hamas considers Jerusalem
as the capital of the Palestinian Arab state. The activities of the organization are mainly
limited to Palestine, even though there is some disagreement between Hamas and the PLO,
regarding the forms of creation of the Palestinian state, but they still manage to find a
common language. Hamas maintain it's activity in both military and political dimensions.

Explaining Iran-Russia Policies in the Middle East; Political Options in the Path of the
Alliance for Perpetual Peace

It may be argued that the main reason for Iran and Russia's increasing convergence
nowadays is mainly due to the threat to their strategic interests and preferences rather than
the tendency of the two powers towards each other with such qualities as friendship and
political comradeship. Sometimes governments are forced to unite with other powers to
save their political interests; And in the process, the alliance with a country that is mutually
guaranteed its own interests and has shared interests with the other is top priority. Thus,
cooperation, convergence, and the formation of temporary bilateral or multilateral
alliances can transform existing threats into opportunities and move the game from a
zerosum game to a win-win outcome for both sides. In this regard, it can also be said the
theory of forming an alliance is related to security cooperation relations between two or
more independent countries in order to prevent these threats and problems. The main
question is why Iran and Russia have been working together since the regional
development in 2011, and are we seeing a synergy of power in the Middle East. It seems
that, confronting common security threats and maintaining a balance of power in the
Middle East has led Russia and Iran to work together. The joint Iran-Russia cooperation in
resolving security threats could lead to strategic cooperation between the two countries.
Ultimately, this cooperation must lead to perpetual peace in the Middle East. Introduction:
Structural changes have been revealed in the international system coupled with Iran’s
Tactical alliance with Russia than compared to 10 years ago, when the threat of
intervention by the US was more evident and Iran was considered part of the “Axis of Evil”.
Today, collapsing state orders in Iran’s neighbouring countries (Syria and Iraq) have created
power vacuums in the region, which Iran has been able to successfully fill. Iran’s rising
influence in the region now consists of — but is not excluded to — strong ties to Hezbollah
in Lebanon, the Assad regime in Syria, Islamic Jihad, Hamas in Palestine, the government
in Iraq and the Houthi’s in Yemen. Some argue that Iran’s overall strategy is to project its
power even further, achieve control over a land corridor stretching through the Middle
East from Iran to the Mediterranean Sea in Lebanon and ultimately gain regional
hegemony. (Dahl, 2018: 5) On the other hand, Russia’s policy in the Middle East is
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important in its own right — Moscow has made a spectacular comeback to an extremely
volatile region — but even more so as a crucible of Russia’s emerging new global foreign
policy, which is very different from both the practices of the last quartercentury, and from
those of Soviet times. Russia’s re-entry into the Middle East, culminating in the military
intervention in Syria, was essentially part of Moscow’s endeavour to return to the global
geopolitical chessboard as a great power. These were essentially pragmatism and political
realism, characterized by a willingness to deal with all relevant players, treating no one
wholly as an ally or wholly as an adversary; an ability to straddle conflict divides, whether
between the Israelis and the Iranians, the Turks and the Kurds, or the Sunni and Shia; and
maintaining a clear focus on Russia’s own national interests, whether linked to setting the
oil price or promoting arms sales, ensuring technology transfers from Israel or investment
from the Gulf States. (Popescu and Secrieru, 2018: 21) As Stephen Walt points out,
countries are uniting to eliminate the existing threat to their own interests and security, so
the Walt's theory offers a dynamic explanatory threat to unity. In spite of the occasional
emergence of tension and friction in its goals, Iran and Russia have also sought to eliminate
or at least minimize threats such as US power, separatism, and radical Islamism, at least
Temporary and expedient good allies for each other in the region. In this context, Vladimir
Putin embarked on a path of multivectorial diplomacy. He visited more countries in the
first year of his presidency than Boris Yeltsin did during his entire two-term presidency.
Even the “axis of evil” countries could be considered potential friends in Russia. For
example, Putin visited North Korea for a summit meeting with Kim Jong-IL, becoming the
first Russian leader ever to visit North Korea. Thus, in just a few years after the end of the
Cold War, Russian foreign policy had transitioned from a pro-Western approach, to
Eurasianism, and finally to a multivectorial approach. Yet many analysts expected Russia
to seek vigorous cooperation with China after the end of the Cold War in an effort to
counter the United States’ geopolitical superiority. However, following the terrorist attacks
September 11, Putin demonstrated his readiness to support the United States’ position in
the war against global terrorism. This was an indication of Russia's policy of association
with the United States. Moscow was expected to benefit from US support in Chechnya's
current war in exchange for its policy of renewed friendship with Washington. (Sangtu,
2008, 149-150) Now Russia's foreign policy seems to be arranged in a way that is neither
united nor hostile to the United States. Russia's foreign policy thus appears to be on the
path to multilateralism and unification, and seems to seek multilateral solutions,
particularly in areas of conflict, crisis and insecurity such as Syria, as well as possible It will
also help strengthen international cooperation on Irag, Yemen and even Libya. Russia also
seems to be working to some extent in mediating the tension between the region's main
rivals, Saudi Arabia-Iran and Israel-Iran. On the other hand, Iran made this assumption.
The adherents of NCR argue that the FP of a country is directly affected by its relative
power. Therefore, systemic influences are the foremost independent variables of FP . When
threats appear, states look for balancing that threat, yet balancing is not an immediate
reaction. Security seeking is necessary, but not a tense activity. States are willing to increase
their influence to be effective in controlling the architecture of their environment. Iran’s
FP is coded to answer the power balance is-a-is global and regional rivals. Its geopolitical
location creates both security threats and strategic opportunities. Scholars discuss that
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Iran’s drive to become a regional power is one of the most important developments of the
21st century. (Bayar, 2019: 41) The Middle East region has been plagued by war, conflict,
and political and social instability for decades. In recent times, the war in Iraq, the civil
war in Syria and Yemen, the political instability in Lebanon, and the Arab-Israeli conflict
have added to the problems of the Middle East. In the meantime, Iran and Russia, as two
regional actors in the Astana summit, have always been trying to establish internal peace
in Syria and elsewhere. Therefore, the main purpose of this study is the cooperation and
unity of the two countries for a win-win compromise in the Middle East. Making peace in
the region requires Iran and Russia to step up their efforts to resolve crises peacefully in
order to move closer to a perpetual peace in the Middle East. The method of this
descriptive-analytical research is to explain the relationship between research variables. In
addition, the method of data collection in this research is library-documentary. Books,
authoritative articles, academic dissertations, international reports, and reputable websites
have been used to explore the topic.
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Middle East and Modern Law

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For the History of Achaemenid Inscriptions

The article talks about Achaemenid inscriptions - a collection of ancient Persian
inscriptions reflecting the whole epoch of the ancient civilization of the world. The
inscriptions belong to the reign of the Achaemenid dynasty (550-330 BC). These
inscriptions are the only linguistic source in terms of Old Persian. About a hundred
inscriptions have been found up to these days. They are large, medium and small sized
texts. The inscriptions are preserved in different places and on different subjects.
Achaemenid inscriptions have been translated into Georgian. The translations belong to
Mzia Andronikashvili and Maia Sakhokia. Full Achaemenid corpus comleted by Maia
Sakhokia,was published in Georgian.

The article pays special attention to the inscription of Darius I, which is carved on the rock
of Behistun. It is the most extensive monument among the Achaemenid inscriptions and
its content represents historical chronicles. The inscription is valuable, mainly because it
is done in three languages. The Old Persian text is accompanied by inscriptions in Elamite
and Babylonian languages, which made it possible to decipher the Akkadian (Assyrian-
Babylonian) cuneiform. They were then able to read thousands of clay tablets and
inscriptions in Akkadian. This monument is important both from a historical and artistic
point of view.
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Iranian Merchants Living in Tbilisi in the 19th Century

In the 19th century, a significant number of Iranians living in Tbilisi were engaged in trade.
Among the Iranians involved in commerce were both shop-keepers and hawkers, wholesale
traders, and Dalals (brokers). The largest concentration of Iranian shops was in the Maidan
and Armenian markets. From the end of the 19th century, Iranian goods stores also
appeared in new districts of the city. Iranian shops were an essential element of the old part
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of Tbilisi. Descriptions of 19th century Iranian shops are often found in the Thbilisi press of
that time and in the records of travelers. Many old photo-pictures were also preserved.
Through them we can clearly imagine the appearance of an Iranian shop. In front of the
shops, Iranians sitting in a Muslim manner cross-legged on the floor, making and selling
tools, saddles, jewelry, and other goods. Some Iranian shops traded in fruits, vegetables, and
other food products. Fabrics played an important role in the Iranian trade. Writer Zain-al-
Abedin Maraghai names Hamadan and Burujird cotton and cannabis among the goods
brought to Thilisi from Iran. There were especially many shops specializing in the sale of
carpets. The carpet trade in Tbilisi was mainly in the hands of Iranians.

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For the History of Persian Carpets

In this article we will tell
you how, with what materials and in what way Persian carpets were created and what
purpose they were used for.
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The Role of Geopolitics in the Relation of Islamic Republic of Iran and South Caucasus

The growing importance of the South Caucasus region in Iran's neighborhood can have
political and economic benefits for Iran and the countries of the region. And the valuable
and important geography of them should be considered by diplomats and economic
planners. In this research, an attempt is made to study the geopolitical conditions of Iran
and the South Caucasus region. Besides the most important problems these countries face
are mentioned as well as their strengths and weaknesses are better shown. The hypothesis
is: despite the wide importance of the role that geopolitics could play in the relations
between Iran and the countries of the region, the foreign policy of the Islamic Republic of
Iran has not achieved tangible results in exploiting the geopolitical opportunities. The goal
is to describe the economic, cultural and political opportunities for Iran and the region and
to study their problems.
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Military Reform in XIX Century Iran" - Mirza Takhi-Khan

The Grand Vizier at the head of the government, Mirza Taqi-Khan, found Iran
economically depressed. Important government agencies, such as finance and the military,
were completely disorganized. Mirza Taqi-Khan saw the way out of the current situation
in reforms. He had a great influence on the Shah's court which is why he began to purge
the state apparatus of influential feudal lords and appointed trusted persons in their place.
In order to strengthen the economic situation of the country, Mirza Taqi-Khan started to
settle the financial case. Numerous princes and nobles of the royal court reduced their
pensions, and the Shah appointed a firm successor. Settled the customs case - the customs
were directly subordinated to the state. The successful completion of the financial reform
enabled Mirza Taqi-Khan to begin the implementation of military reform. He had to re-
establish a regular infantry Fiade Nezami. To the Iranian army, which was replenished at
the expense of the Muslim population, in 1851 a regular infantry battalion consisting of
Urmian and Salmasian Christians was added. It was the only Christian battalion in the
Iranian army. Mirza Taqi-Khan's caring hand also touched the artillery, which at that time
served 6 thousand artillerymen. The issue of regular supply of weapons and clothing to the
army played an important role in the events of Mirza Taqi-Khan. Under his direction, the
restoration of old military enterprises and the construction of new ones began throughout
Iran. During the period of military reform, attention was paid to the improvement of
medical service in the army. In medicine he was obliged to select knowledgeable doctors
himself and to distribute them in battalions. During the reign of Mirza Taqi-Khan, a mass
construction of barracks for soldiers began in large administrative or important strategic
points of Iran. There were no military schools in Iran without which it was impossible to
train officers. At the initiative of Mirza Taqi-Khan, the construction of a higher education
institution began in Tehran.
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The Position of Turkey and Iran on the Relations between the Gulf Countries and Israel

The state of Israel, since its inception, has had quite tense relations with the Muslim world,
especially with the Arab countries, as evidenced by the unresolved Israeli-Palestinian
problem. However, despite these negative relations, Israel has always tried to normalize
relations with the Arab countries, with the help of the United States. It was at the
mediation of the United States that Egypt was the first Arab country with which Israel
established diplomatic relations, much to the chagrin of the Arab world and the Islamic
world as a whole. Then there was Jordan. It has been quite a long time since then, almost
forty years, and Israel has not been able to normalize relations with the Arab countries,
which has been hindered by numerous reasons. One of the main reasons between the Arab
countries and Israel, was and is the issue of Palestine. However, with the mediation of US
President Donald Trump, Israel in September last year was able to sign a normalization
agreement with the United Arab Emirates and Bahrain. The signing of this agreement is
quite a step forward for Israel in the Arab world, which has led to great dissatisfaction and
resentment in the Eastern countries, particularly in the Arab countries. It was argued that
this was a detrimental step for Palestine and an unfavorable attitude towards the Islamic
world in general by the United Arab Emirates and Bahrain. Hence, the fact is that Israel,
with the help of the US, is trying to normalize relations with Arab countries in order to
weaken the environment of hostile states around it. The move by the two Gulf states has
also drawn criticism from Iran and Turkey because, for them, as Muslim countries, the
Palestinian problem and Jerusalem are very sensitive.
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Muslim Community in XIX Century Tbilisi

The Muslim community of Tbilisi has a long and difficult history, dating back to the
second half of the 7th century, when the Arabs settled in Kartli. In the late Middle Ages,
the relationship between Christians and Muslims in Tbilisi was largely dependent on the
policies of two powerful Islamic states - Iran and the Ottoman Empire, and in the 19th
century - on the policies of the Russian Empire. The fierce religious confrontation was
foreign to the people of Thbilisi. At the beginning of the 18th century, there were 3,000
Muslims living in Tbilisi, which was about 15% of the city's population at that time. After
the conquest of eastern Georgia by the Russian Empire, the number of Muslims in Tbilisi
decreased dramatically in 1825. There are a total of 300 Muslims here, mostly Shiites. The
attitude of the Shiites towards Tbilisi must have been undoubtedly influenced by the fact
that according to the Shiite tradition, Tbilisi was one of the three "God-chosen cities".
Sunnis and Shiites had their own mosques in Tbilisi. The Shiite mosque was located on the
banks of the Mtkvari, south of Maidan. There was no opposition between Sunnis and Shiites
in 19th century Thbilisi. This attitude continued.

The wooden support of the ceiling paintings in eleven
Qajar houses of Shiraz, including Narenjestan Qawam, Zinat al Molk, Ra’ees Olama, Xalili,
exterior Sabbar, interior Sabbar, Shafi’ee Ardakani, Sadr Jahromi, Edalati, Poost Foroosh
and Mina were investigated. According to the results of the technological study and classic
chemical test of the wooden support, based on the IAWA instruction, we realized that
poplar wood is applied.

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Southeastern Anatolia project and Water Conflict over the Euphrates-Tigris River Basin

The amount of water in the Middle East region is low because of the existing arid and semi-
arid climate, which is why the water is discussed as a strategic resource by the countries
and international community. In the past century, during the 70s the government of
Turkey founded a grand project in the southeast region of Turkey known as the
Southeastern Anatolia Project

The Southeastern Anatolia Project is considered the most expensive project in the history
of Turkey. The purpose of the project is the rapid development of the region, expanding
the economy, and improving social welfare. This paper will underline the political aims
and implications of this project. The project plan includes developing agriculture,
constructing irrigation systems, and securing the hydro-energy resource of Turkey.

At first, introducing the Southeastern Anatolia Project raised concerns in Syria and Iraq
due to the reason that the implementation of large-scale projects and building of dams by
Turkey noticeably decreased the water flow of the river Euphrates and Tigris in their
territory. These rivers are vital resources for both Syria and Iraq.

This paper will analyze the social, economic, energetic, and political aspects of the South-
Eastern Anatolia Project. It will examine the regional conflict kindled by the project, as
well as the future perspectives and solutions for the crisis.
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Muslim Brotherhood in the Egyptian Political Arena

The Muslim Brotherhood has been actively involved in Egyptian politics since its
inception. The activity of this organization was quite aggressive at the beginning, they tried
to seize power after the revolution, but Ex-President Nasser did not allow them to do so
and outlawed the organization. After that, the "Muslim Brotherhood" continued their

political activity underground for a long time. They ran in the parliamentary elections to
win parliamentary seats and to have a serious influence on both domestic and foreign policy
of Egypt. Despite their activism, they were not able to come to power for a long time.
"Muslim Brotherhood" came to power in Egypt after the resignation of President Hosni
Mubarak as a result of the "Arab Spring". Nevertheless, they did not retain the power for
a long time; the reason for this was that the "Arab Spring" in Egypt was aimed not at
bringing the Islamists to power, but at promoting democratic transformations, whichof
course this organization would not be able to do. As a result, Muslim Brotherhood soon
lost the reins of governing the country.The political situation in the country obstructs them
to return the power. However, the "Muslim Brotherhood" is more or less trying to re-enter
the political arena of Egypt, but their attempt is in vain.
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The Muslim World League and Its Importance in Solving Religious, Cultural, and
Regional Problems

The Muslim World League is an international non-governmental, one of the largest, most
important, and influential Islamic organizations located in the holy city of Makkah. It aims
to present true Islam and principles of tolerance, to provide humanitarian aid to its citizens,
to build bridges of dialogues and cooperation, to create a positive openness to all cultures
and civilizations, to develop a path to centrism and moderation and realize that true Islam
condemns religious extremism and violence. Religious movements are called to live in a
world full of peaceful, just, and harmonious coexistence. The activities of the Islamic
League also include the translation of the Qur'an and other religious books into various
languages, the Establishment of Islamic centers and construction of mosques in many
countries around the world, refugee assistance programs in Pakistan, Somalia, and Sudan,
construction of orphanages, support for Islam-oriented newspapers, magazines and radio
stations, establishment and maintenance of a library. Noticeable is the vision with which
the League of the Islamic World is particularly distinguished, which is that they follow the
processes of globalization and try to eliminate all the problems that will inhibit their
development in the right way.
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Organization of Islamic Cooperation

All countries in the region, except Israel and Cyprus, are members of the Organization of
Islamic Cooperation (ITO). Ito was founded in 1969 and unites 57 countries with
predominantly Muslim populations. From March 1, 2018, Georgia also has a representative
in this organization, who has the function of an observer. ITO is committed to maintaining
a unified body [Muslim Ummah], consulting and cooperating with the United Nations and
other international organizations to protect the interests of the world's 1.5 billion Muslims,
resolve conflicts and disputes between the Organization's member countries. In fact,
solidarity between ITO member states is often called into question. Consensus is hard to
come by. The only thing that unites almost all ITO member states is the hostile attitude
towards Israel. But a negative attitude does not necessarily guarantee consolidated action
in this organization. The organization was established by the decision of the historic
summit held in the Kingdom of Morocco on the 1389 AH September 25, 1969 after the
criminal fire of the Al-Aqgsa Mosque in occupied Jerusalem. The Organization of Islamic
Cooperation is not just about politics. It is also important for him to develop education,
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science, culture and technology. To this end, the first summit of Islamic Cooperation
member states on science and technology was held on September 10, 2017 in the capital of
Kazakhstan, Nur-Sultan.
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Geopolitical Significance of Eastern for Chinese “Belt and road inhitiative”

On September 7, 2013, the President of the People's Republic of China visited Kazakhstan.
One of the most debatable plans for Chinese foreign policy was announced. At Nazarbayev
University, he spoke about the main tasks of China's foreign policy. "One Belt, One Road"
(OBOR) has been hailed as the signature of Xi Jinping, a modern initiative to restore the
historic experience of the Silk Road. Today, in the system of international relations, the
priority has been given to "ideologically connecting geopolitical spaces. The declared
foreign trajectory of modern China is nourished by the establishment of infrastructure
projects connecting the continents of Europe and Asia, by means of strengthening
economic, diplomatic and cultural relations between the countries. The initiative envisages
the establishment of projects for land infrastructure as well as new sea routes. Six years
after its announcement, the China Initiative has become a well-planned and well-
structured program. The initiative emphasizes the importance of modern political
geography, in particular the strategic development of the geopolitical space of Eastern
Europe. The project is described as the “China’s trillion-dollar foreign policy project...
redrawing the map of global trade and political influence.” The economic initiatives depict
the strategy of Chinese emerging policy aimed for the economically backward areas in the
world. One of the integral tasks of the initiative is to take the control over Eurasia and
create an interconnected corridor between Central Asia and Eastern Europe. In political
and economic context, OBOR could be perceived as the core initiative can gradually
reorient modern geopolitics of Eastern Europe towards Asia.

The China-US Competition and the Destination of the Belt and Road Initiative

The whispers of Sino-US rivalry have been heard for a long time, and the disputes between
the two powers are entering a new chapter. In the wake of the Covid-19 epidemic and
allegations such as China's secrecy in the early stages of the outbreak, the issue of China
became even more acute, and China's challenge should be seen as a bipartisan issue in
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American politics on which both Democrats and Republicans reached a tacit agreement.
China's challenge has been formally raised since the Obama era with a "pivot to Asia" policy
and took on a new shape under the Indo-Pacific strategy during the Trump era. This US
strategy also has a counterpoint from China, and it is called the "Road Belt Initiative," which
was announced by Xi Jinping in 2013 and will be discussed in detail below. After Joseph
Biden came to power in the 2020 election, there has been a lot of debate about where the
Sino-US rivalry will end up and what it should look like. So far, various articles and writings
have been published on the impact of the two sides' strategies on the competition between
the two countries. In this article, a different and opposite approach will be taken to what
effect the Sino-US rivalry will have this time on China's strategy or the Belt Initiative, and
what the possible consequences will be. This article will consist of several sections. The
first part addresses that China and the United States will compete at the international level,
and its consequences will spill over into different regions. These regions include Southeast,
South, and West Asia, which will be referred to in the article as the IndoPacific. In the next
section, the dimensions of this competition will be discussed. Sino-US competition is not
just one-dimensional but has economic, political, and cultural dimensions that will be
addressed. In the following, China's strategy under the name of the Belt-Road Initiative
will be discussed; what is China pursuing in this strategy, and what is it doing? Finally, I
consider the US initiatives, actions, and goals against China, and their impacts on the
destination of China's strategy and its regional consequences will be addressed.
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Iran-Japan Relations

Asia is the largest, most diverse and most populous continent in the world. Asia is home to
two important ancient countries - Japan and Iran. Japan is one of the largest economically
developed countries in Asia and around the world. As for Iran, Iran's economy in West
Asia ranks second in terms of development and is also one of the most technologically
advanced countries in the Middle East region. Diplomatic relations between Iran and Japan
were formally established in August 1929. Since then, both countries have had a friendly
and strong strategic partnership. The relationship between Japan and Iran is quite
important in the light of the sanctions imposed on Iran. Iran was one of the world's leading
oil producers and a major supplier of energy to Japan. Then the economic sanctions imposed
on Iran led to a reduction in imports to Japan. Amid renewed US sanctions on Iran in recent
years, relations between the two countries - Iran and Japan - have continued despite some
problems. The political situation has been changing quite fast lately, so it is difficult to
predict future plans, but in my opinion, given the current situation, the political and
economic relations between the two countries will continue in a more or less normal
situation. Both have good experience with this. They have overcome many difficulties and
are continuing to build their relationships.
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
