A
number of legal consequences are related to the mentioned fact, for example, in the event of a dispute
between the contracting parties, other institutions appear as the dispute review body in relation to the
international agreement, and in relation to such agreements, which are regulated by municipal law,
completely different institutions. Accordingly, it is necessary to determine the nature of the contract
so that appropriate legal consequences follow it. And there are different methods of determining the
nature of the contract, one of which is the fact of registering the contract in the international
organization, because the UN Charter obliges its member states, as well as the 1969 Vienna Convention
on the Law of Contracts, to register the international agreements they have signed in the international
organization. Accordingly, the subject of discussion will be the separation of international and
domestic agreements through their registration in the international organization.

The houthi attack on the international maritime trade routes of the red sea and the
gulf of aden: the rrogress of the conflict and its consequences

There are many conflict centers in the world and the escalation of these conflicts has a great impact
on the world. Their progress significantly changes the political, economic and social situation on earth.
The last few years have been quite active in this regard, and we see the severe consequences of conflicts
in Ukraine, Israel and Palestine. In addition, the Middle East continues to be one of the hot spots. Due
to religious extremism, this region always remains a fire zone and generates many conflicts, which
burdens the whole world. In October 2023, the Houthi group operating in Yemen attacked Israel with
several rockets and drones, thereby declaring its support for Hamas. In November of the same year,
they began attacking merchant ships in the Red Sea. This has threatened the trade routes of the Red
Sea and the Gulf of Aden, which are important hubs of international trade flow. Against this, the US
Secretary of Defense Lloyd Austin announced in December 2023 the establishment of the
multinational operation Prosperity Guardian, which would ensure security in these waters. As a result,
bilateral hostilities began, which are still ongoing and pose a problem for international economic and
political security.

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International Criminal Court (ICC) decision enforcement problems and application
of the principle of subsidiarity
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Current processes in the world, in particular: the military conflict between Ukraine and Russia, the

confrontation between Israel and the terrorist organization "Hamas", the ever-increasing conflict
between Iran and Israel, continue to show us signs that crimes under the Rome Statute of the
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International Criminal Court are being committed. Naturally, the International Criminal Court has
certain tools to prosecute the perpetrators of these crimes. However, during the functioning of the
court, the practice showed that there are challenges in the direction of the execution of the decisions
made by it, because the ICC imposes responsibility on the first persons of the states, therefore, under
the current architecture of international law, it is difficult to enforce the decisions. At the same time,
the International Criminal Court has the authority to investigate crimes under its jurisdiction, which
it carries out on the basis of the principle of complementarity. However, there are problems in this
direction as well, even according to the function of international criminal law, because if the state does
not join the Rome Statute, naturally the obligations of the said treaty cannot be extended to them.
Using the criminal measures outlined in the Rome Statute and other levers cumulatively, there
remains a positive expectation that all perpetrators will be held criminally accountable.

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Pope John Paul II was a very important figure in terms of peace policy. John Paul II opposed military
armed confrontations and the use and spread of weapons. His calls served for arms reduction and a
complete ban on nuclear weapons. The protection of human rights, the spread of democratic values,
and the establishment of religious freedom worldwide were of the utmost importance to the Pope. He
criticized dictatorial regimes anywhere in the world. The Pope of Rome unequivocally tried to stop
regional confrontations by diplomatic methods - a clear example of this was the Middle East region,
Latin America, and the African continent.

The most
important political event was the first visit of the Pope to post-Soviet Georgia on November 8, 1999.

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Political and ethical violations of the coverage of Giorgi Shakarashvili's case
(on the example of "Imedi", "Main Channel" and "First Channel of Public
Broadcasting" TV companies)
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Crime is a global problem, and Georgia is no exception. Unfortunately, even in the first half of 2024,
particularly serious criminal cases became the epicenter of media attention. Reporting of crime
requires special responsibility from journalists. Since, the wrongly spread story, especially the
disclosure of hard facts and the detailed description of the incident, together with the feeling of
insecurity, fear and panic, can also lead to cases of imitation and encouragement of crime. Also, it is
especially important to protect the interests of all parties involved in a criminal case. Consideration of
identification rules, correct use of photo-video and audio material, etc

The paper examines the coverage of the murder of 19-year-old Georgian football player Giorgi
Shakarashvili in June 2020 in the Georgian television media (Imedi, the main channel and the first
channel of the public broadcaster). It highlights the trends observed in the coverage of a specific case,
the cases of ethical and professional misconduct and, as a result of its study, presents recommendations
for proper coverage of crime. Shakarashvili's case was so resonant that the media actively covered it
for several months and conducted an alternative investigation.

The end of this confrontation has formed a basis for Francis Fukuyama's “The end of
history”, according to which the period of wars was ending. From the other side, Samuel Huntington
in his work “Clash of civilizations” has supposed a number of inevitable conflicts between the nations.
Many researchers think that main issue of the modern era bears no ideologic, nor economic or
geopolitical, but ethnopolitical nature, which is expressed in the confrontation between the ethnic
minorities. This is the resistance between the nationalism and the nationalism of minorities. A
fundamental principle of international law about self-determination of nations entitles the peoples of
the world to independently lead the political, economic and cultural processes on some particular
territory, form an independent state or join the other one. The mentioned fundamental principle
violates another fundamental principle of international law, in particular the principle of territorial
integrity, unity and uti possidetis juris. In the world with more than four thousand languages and
hundreds of ethnic groups, if each of them will declare their term about formation of the state, then
international system will be thrown into chaos. Today the issue about Kurdish people constitutes quite
urgent topic as they live on the territories of Syria, Turkey, Iraq and Iran and they wish to form a
Republic of Kurdish People on the lands of these countries, that violates the territorial integrity and
unity principle of these countries. The world faces the biggest threat ever and actually it" s a long-term
process to solve the mentioned dilemma.

Over the past decades, the world has witnessed a remarkable proliferation of chemical,
biological, radiological and nuclear weapons, whether by states or non-states groups. Some countries
possess stocks of these weapons, despite the existence of international treaties prohibiting their
development, production and storage. Some terrorist and extremist groups also seek to obtain these
weapons for use in acts of violence against civilians. These types of weapons are difficult to monitor
or track, not require experience to use, being easy to smuggle in addition to have the potential to cause
massive destruction on a large scale, posing a significant risk to civilian lives and infrastructure. This
leads us to point out Russia's recent threat to use nuclear weapons, as it is one of the countries that
possesses a large stockpile of nuclear weapons. Speculation has increased about the possibility of Russia
using these weapons in its war against Ukraine. Russian President Vladimir Putin made statements
indicating his willingness to use nuclear weapons if Russia was exposed to an existential threat. Which
raised the international community's concern about the possibility of Russia resorting to using
weapons of mass destruction. Other concern is the role of Drones with its upcoming threat from the
possibility of using them to transport chemical, biological, radiological and nuclear materials to specific
targets or to launch attacks by using these weapons, moreover the difficulty of combating them. The
international community is facing a major challenge to use effective strategies. To stand up to them
and ensure the strengthening of international security.

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Investigating the deployment of chemical weapons (CW) in Syria, which has prompted inquiries into
the sustainability of the CW norm, this presentation seeks to evaluate the potential implications of the
Syrian situation on the proliferation and usage of chemical weapons by nation-states. Through an
examination of the incidents involving chemical weapons in Syria, this analysis aims to address several
key questions: firstly, the practical military effectiveness of chemical weapons in Syria, both
strategically and in terms of their impact on civilian populations; secondly, the response of the
international community to their deployment; and thirdly, the comparison of international reactions
to the deployment of sarin—a potent nerve agent, and chlorine—a less lethal agent. Consequently,
this presentation suggests that the Syrian case is unlikely to lead to significant proliferation and
utilization of chemical weapons; any instances that do arise are more likely to involve nation-states
already positioned outside the established CW norm.

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The international agency for biological safety
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2022 year the UN General Assembly (UNGA) celebrated the 75th time in session. However, the
worldwide spread of the Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2) casts dark
shadow over the anniversary with some of the major global players preferring to play geopolitics when
nations should unite to combat a germ that knows no borders.
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Unsurprisingly, many heads of state or government, ministers and other dignitaries have reflected in
their statements on the pandemic and the challenges ahead. Some introduced constructive suggestions
to address the factors that led to the outbreak at the end of last year. Others put forward ideas to
strengthen crisis response and management capacities.

Among these, Kazakhstan’s President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev in his address on 23 September
launched the surprising proposal to establish a special multilateral body — the International Agency
for Biological Safety — based on the 1972 Biological Weapons Convention and accountable to the UN
Security Council’.

His reference to the Biological and Toxin Weapons Convention (BTWC) in the broader context of
public health is noteworthy. It was one of five ideas to combat the pandemic, the other four being the
upgrading of national health institutions; the removal of politics out of the vaccine; the revision of the
International Health Regulations to increase capacities of the World Health Organisation (WHO); and
the examination of the idea of a network of Regional Centres for Disease Control and Biosafety under
the UN auspices.

I will start by presenting the definition of Soft Power, its main principles and aspects
concerning NGOs' activities and the impact of cultural influence, and present the concept of
Noopolitik - introduced by John Arquill and David Ronfeldt, as a term often presented in correlation
with the phenomenon of Soft Power. I will then discuss Soft Power's impact on diplomacy and foreign
policy, presenting it as one of the factors in the Grand Strategy and demonstrating its influence on a
country's international position and public perception. In the next part, the specifics of Georgian Soft
Power will be discussed, with special attention paid to the activities of non-governmental
organisations such as the 'Europe - Georgia Institue', dealing mainly with the promotion of democracy
and integration with European partners, or the 'Human Rights House Foundation', as well as the
presentation of instances of the promotion of Georgian culture, such as performances of the Georgian
ballet 'Sukhishvili', the temporary exhibition ‘Golden Fleece - The Art of Georgia’ organised by the
National Museum in Krakow in cooperation with Georgian museums, or increasing the popularity of
Georgian cuisine and the Georgian wine industry, as well as the impact of Georgia's soft power in the
context of its status as an EU candidate country. The speech will be concluded with a summary
discussing the impact of Georgian Soft Power on Georgia's position in the international arena and its
image in the eyes of the international community, as well as the specifics of Georgian Soft Power

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Abstract: This article explores the current state of relations between Armenia and Turkey,
underscoring the enduring challenges that prevent normalization between these two nations. Despite
the dissolution of the Soviet Union over three decades ago, which marked Armenia's emergence as an
independent state, diplomatic relations with Turkey have remained officially unestablished, with their
mutual border closed since 1993. This lack of formal relations is largely rooted in historical grievances,
notably the Armenian Genocide of 1915, which Turkey continues to not recognize as genocide. This
denial exacerbates the tension and hampers the development of bilateral ties.

Recent developments indicate a slight easing of tensions, with diplomatic talks aimed at opening
dialogue channels. However, the deep-seated historical animosities and the strategic regional alliances
present substantial hurdles that both nations must navigate. This article assesses whether there are
feasible pathways towards reconciliation and what potential roles international mediators might play
in facilitating this process.
