Despite the fact that there was no one to organize a protest action, there was a
charge that enabled to self-organize it. Edward Shevardnadze offered the

desperate students an interim version of the 78th paragraph before the final
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decision was made during the Supreme Council session, but in vain. The youth,
especially the students, did not intend to compromise. "Moscow" was forced to
change the decision and each of us knows that a final verdict on such an

important issue could not have been reached by Shevardnadze or anyone else.

Nowadays, the state and the society should create such a cultural atmosphere
where unless you speak Georgian, you are not accepted by the society.
Georgian language should have higher priority even any other language. We
should increase the importance of Georgian language. Even International
scientific conferences should be held in Georgian and in no case only in

English, as it is a linguistic provincialism for me!

40 years ago Georgian people achieved brilliant victory. The students did not
allow the vanishing of the language, because it would lead us to the death of
the county. “I think the students of the modern era are responsible for the
students of the 20th century, who ever they support. All are obliged to defend

Georgian language.” (Levan Berdzenishvili)
